1. Organizing Poverty Simulation Program 

 The Poverty Simulation Workshop emphasized support for SDG Goal no.1: No 

Poverty and SDG Goal No.2: Zero Hunger.  

The program allows participants to understand the difficulties of low-income 

families in Hong Kong (e.g. single parent family) through role-playing. Through this 

workshop, the public, especially primary and secondary students are able to have 

a better understand and aware of the poverty situation. 

  

2. Organizing Life Angel UNSDG Organ Donation Appreciation Program 

 Every day, more than 2000 patients are waiting for an organ transplant in Hong 

Kong. With only about 260,000 registered at the CODR in Hong Kong, we aim to 

raise public awareness of organ donation. The Life Angel UNSDG Organ Donation 

Appreciation Program will recognize and appreciate Organ Donation Ambassadors 

"Life Angels" at different levels: Corporate, Organizations, schools, and 

individuals.  

  

3. Promote 2017 JCI Global Partnership Summit 

 18 members from Hong Kong joined the Summit in New York in August. 

  

4. Organizing Nothing But Coffee campaign 

 This event is a fundraising program to raise fund for Nothing But Nets Foundation 

of United Nations

Coffee Company – Pacific Coffee have sponsored 2000 coffee vouchers and placed 

donation boxes in their different outlets. More than $110,000 HK Dollars
