The Alley is a jpint venture between the residents of the community and the participants who
need the support. The project needs to be 1) sustainable; 2) replicable; 3) scaleable, so the
5,000 alleys that were closed after the riots can benefit from the model.

There needs to be considerable outreach to break the oycle of poverty (lack of economic
opportunity ), which leads to not being educated, which leads to maore orime and then more
poverty. The project needs to turn Unemployment to Employment; Lack of Education to
Education.

Anthony talked about gardens = jobs, from fish nutrients to drip irrigation.

lohn B's focus is production: tying everything together to grow into a more stable whole.
Mery's focus is distribution of product.

JEAM 9 — represented by Ricardo Chavez f Les Hamasaki

“Hub Mursery” to be converted from old warehouses. Would create traiming and jobs for local
people_.Emphasis would be on reducing waste, using what we have. For example, cuttings from
existing / excess plants could be sold for 54 each, earning money for the hub at a price that is
affordable.

The mursery would be a sort of genetics laboratory, where people could learn to recycle waste
as mulch and find other innovative solutions to wrban profblems.

Training sites don't have to be centralized or large; micro sites can be leased or rented
throughout the city. Hydroponics can be started in apartments, schools, and churches.
