“Memory of a Place” Project established in collaboration with
the International Organization for Migration (IOM), where a group
of Iraqi, Arab and expatriate Fine Artists participated. The Project
aimed at highlighting the suffering of the displaced Iraqgis inside
Irag, and it is yet considered another Project that comes under the
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umbrella of permanent cooperation between the Iragi Business
Council and the International Organization for Migration (IOM) to
assist in shedding light on the sufferings of the vulnerable and
displaced.

About “I Have A Dream” Project

In order to draw the world’s attention to Iraqi children
at home and abroad, and in order to assist them to
receive the required medical and health care, provide
treatments and medicines and alleviate their suffering
especially those suffering of incurable, chronic and
serious diseases with a special focus on Cancer
patients, the Iragi Business Council (IBC) launched
<l Have A Dream” Program. The idea of the Program
embodies the participation of an elite group of twenty
Arab and Iraqgi renowned artists to paint with a group of
Iragi Cancer patients children; every painting depicted a
child’s dream with the name of the child and artist written
on it. This activity took place at Amman Intercontinental
Hotel - Jordan and was attended by representatives of
local and foreign News Agencies and Satellite Channels.

The paintings were sold in a charity auction held during
a dinner banquet at the Amman Sheraton Hotel. The
activity was patronized by HRH Prince Raad Bin Zaid
and attended by the elite Iragi and Jordanian societies
and the diplomatic corps n Jordan.

A ten-minute documentary of the children and artists
working side by side was filmed and printed on CDs.
The paintings were printed on T-shirts and hats and sold
to realize extra revenue to support the Project.
