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Annual Report

Charushila (registered charity no 1163253) is an organisation working with youth and children in realizing creative projects within the community. 

Charushila has no employees or shareholders.

Three formal and other informal Trustee meetings have been held in the last financial year under the requirements of the Memorandum.  The formal meetings were on 1st March and 20th July. 

Through 2016 to 2017, Charushila continued to work on the ‘Energy garden’ project at Acton Central station with the London Overground, Groundwork Trust and Repowering London. The first phase of the work was done in May 2016 with community consultation and the next phases consisted of liaison with the station staff, local community and the build partners on the practicalities of the design work.  The planters and plants were in place by May- June 2017.  

Ground work Trust ran three gardening training sessions for the local community and Charushila also participated in it.  The garden is due to be formally inaugurated this summer (2018).  

Nicole and Sumita worked on an academic article from May 2017 onwards documenting the learning from Charushila’s work in Venezuela and Palestine as part of the wider dissemination of our work for public benefit.  (This was published in themed issue: Sustaining natural resources in a changing environment, Contemporary Social Science, Volume 13, Number 1, March 2018 and has been recommended for publication as part of a book)
