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CONTEXTO HISTORICO

Diante da ocorréncia no Brasil de inUmeros
episddios de violacoes de direitos de criancas
e adolescentes, como homicidios e trabalho
infantil, a Associacdo Brasileira dos Fabricantes de
Brinquedos (Abring) criou,em 1989, uma Diretoria
de Defesa dos Direitos da Crianca — nucleo que
futuramente se tornaria a Fundacao Abring pelos
Direitos da Crianca e do Adolescente.

O que motivou a iniciativa foi a crenca de que
nao seria possivel esperar que o Poder Publico
resolvesse sozinho tais questdes. Havia a
conviccao de que o trabalho em favor das criancas
e dos adolescentes em situacdo de vulnerabilidade
no pais nao deveria ser uma acao individual, mas
sim um esforco coletivo de toda a sociedade.

No inicio dos trabalhos, foram realizadas diversas
acdes em parceria com outros setores da
sociedade, firmando desde entdo as caracteristicas
da entidade que sdo preservadas até os dias
atuais: foco na mobilizacdo e participacdo da

sociedade. Dessa forma, a Fundacdo Abring
manifesta, desde a sua criacdo, a vocacao de
entidade de assessoramento, defesa e garantia
de direitos capaz de intermediar positivamente a
relacdo entre quem precisa de recursos e quem
dispoe deles.

Desde sua criacao, em 13 de fevereiro de 1990,
a Fundacdo Abring pelos Direitos da Crianca
e do Adolescente atua alinhada aos preceitos
estabelecidos na Constituicdo Federal, de 1988,
e na Convencao Internacional dos Direitos da
Crianca, da Organizacdo das Nacoes Unidas
(ONU), de 1989.

Como entidade de assisténcia social, a Fundacéo
estd alinhada as principais leis, politicas e
resolucoes de sua categoria, com destaque
aos principios e diretrizes da Lei Organica da
Assisténcia Social (Loas, Lei n° 8.742/1993); a
Politica Nacional de Assisténcia Social (Pnas/2004
- Sistema Unico de Assisténcia Social (Suas)); e
Resolucoes CNAS n° 16/2014 e n® 27/2011.

Sua prestacdo de servicos ¢é integralmente
gratuita, continuada, permanente e planejada
para a realizacdo de sua missdo. Para isso, atua
diretamente na construcdo de novos direitos,
na promocao da cidadania, no enfrentamento
das desigualdades sociais e na articulacdo com
orgaos publicos dirigidos a politica de assisténcia
social, nos termos da Lei n°® 8.742/1993 (art. 2°,
[, “a"), bem como respeitando as deliberacdes do
Conselho Nacional de Assisténcia Social (CNAS).
Seutrabalhotemabrangéncianacional pormeiodo
assessoramento técnico, politico, administrativo
e financeiro as organizacdes da sociedade civil,
empresas e aos governos, nos trés niveis da
Federacdo (Unido, Estados e municipios), bem
como nas suas trés esferas (Executivo, Legislativo
e Judiciario). A Fundacao Abring também realiza
incidéncia politica e mobilizacdo social focadas
em direitos previstos em lei e no reconhecimento
de novos, assim como na promocao da cidadania
e no enfrentamento das desigualdades.

As acbes, 0s programas e projetos sempre
fundem o elemento de comunicacao em suas
mecanicas de operacdo como parte da estratégia
de engajamento. Para isso, sdo realizadas diversas
campanhas e eventos institucionais, construidos
e disponibilizados para a sociedade estudos

divulgar experiéncias bem sucedidas, mostrando
que “dd para resolver”, e propor para toda a
sociedade novas solucdes, indo além da dentincia.

A Fundacdo monitora o cumprimento dos
acordos internacionais assinados pelo Brasil e que
requerem a implementacdo de politicas publicas
nacionais e subnacionais. Desde 2014, atua na
negociacdo e implementacao dos Objetivos de
Desenvolvimento Sustentavel (ODS), adotados
pela Assembleia Geral das Nacdes Unidas
(AGNU) em 2015. A estratégia utilizada articula
a incidéncia no governo federal e nos entes
subnacionais — Estados e municipios — para que
nenhuma crianca e nenhum adolescente sejam
deixados para trads. A Fundacdo também atua
para fomentar o engajamento da sociedade civil
e do setor privado no cumprimento das metas de
desenvolvimento sustentavel até 2030.

Controle social das politicas publicas,
fortalecimento de organizagoes da sociedade
civil e o movimento dainfancia e adolescéncia
A Fundacdo Abring promove o assessoramento
técnico, administrativo e financeiro as organizacoes
da sociedade civil que prestam servicos essenciais
a garantia dos direitos de criancas e adolescentes,
a fim de fortalecer e qualificar a atuacdo dessas
organizacoes para a boa gestao de suas atividades
como planejamento, monitoramento e avaliacado
das acdes e servicos prestados, bem como a
sustentabilidade das acdes, por meio de estratégias
de captacao de recursos.

Também promove e fortalece o controle social
e o esforco das organizacdes do movimento da
infancia, por meio de mobilizacdo e engajamento
em redes e coalizbes, participando de espacos

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democraticos de defesa de direitos, como conselhos,
féruns, redes e comissoes, entre outros.

Promocao e garantia dos direitos junto as
empresas

Engaja e fortalece o empresariado na defesa dos
direitos da infancia e adolescéncia, mobilizando
e reconhecendo empresas que realizam acoes
sociais para a promocao dos direitos desse publico,
sendo o foco prioritario a prevencao e erradicacao
do trabalho infantil. As empresas se comprometem
a ndo explorar o trabalho infantil e a ndo o permitir
em sua cadeia produtiva, a promover a formacao
profissional e 0 acesso ao emprego protegido para
adolescentes, e realizar acoes sociais em beneficio
de criancas e adolescentes.

Promocao e garantia dos direitos pelos
governos

A Fundacado defende que o Poder Publico deve
cumprir seu papel na garantia dos direitos de
criancas e adolescentes por meio da prestacao
de servicos publicos de qualidade, observando as
necessidades especificas de cada grupo vulneravel
e adotando as medidas necesséarias a reducao
das desigualdades de acesso e de qualidade dos
servicos prestados.

No ambito federal, empenha-se  junto
aos Ministérios e gestores federais para a
implementacdo qualificada de politicas nacionais
que promovam a garantia e efetivacao dos direitos,
bem como a qualificacdo de politicas nacionais
vigentes que requeiram aprimoramento. A
Fundacao Abring também trabalha para que sejam
cumpridos 0s compromissos assumidos por meio
dos planos e politicas nacionais, como a Politica
Nacional de Assisténcia Social (Pnas), o Plano
Nacional de Educacdo (PNE) e o Plano Nacional
de Promocdo, Protecdo e Defesa do Direito de
Criancas e Adolescentes & Convivéncia Familiar e
Comunitéaria (PNCFC), entre outros.

Por meio de suas acoes, pressiona 0S governos a
desempenharem os compromissos assumidos em
tratados, convencoes e acordos internacionais, como
a Convencéo Internacional dos Direitos da Crianca, e

seus protocolos adicionais, e os ODS na promocao da
defesa de direitos na esfera politica e no contexto da
sociedade, aferindo se a politica de assisténcia est
em consonancia com as demandas da sociedade.

No ambito municipal, atua diretamente nos
municipios brasileiros engajando os gestores
municipais com o objetivo de qualificar as politicas
municipais de assisténcia social, educacido e
salde em prol das criancas e dos adolescentes.
Por meio da adesao formal ao Programa Prefeito
Amigo da Crianca (PPAC), os prefeitos assumem
o compromisso de priorizar a atencao a infancia
e adolescéncia durante seu mandato. Isso se
materializa em uma agenda de trabalho que,
além de acoes concretas, prevé a evolucao de um
grupo de indicadores sociais nas respectivas areas,
assim como no planejamento e investimento.
Para avancar na agenda sdo necessarios esforcos
locais, instalacdo de processos participativos,
fortalecimento dos conselhos de direitos, tutelares,
da assisténcia social, da educacao, da salde e da
alimentacdo escolar, promovendo o acesso ao
conhecimento, meios, recursos e metodologias
direcionadas ao aumento da participacdo social na
reivindicacao dos direitos de cidadania.

Ao coordenar as acdes de fortalecimento do
controle social e das organizacdes da sociedade civil
junto aos governos municipais, a Fundacdo Abring
promove o fortalecimento do Planejamento Publico
Municipal, por meio da oferta de metodologia de
planejamento participativa e intersetorial de médio
e longo prazos, que envolve seis fases: mobilizacao
de atores estratégicos, diagndstico, propostas
de resolucdo dos problemas, andlises setoriais,
consolidacdo e institucionalizacdo dos planos
municipais. O engajamento de diversos atores,
principalmente das politicas socioassistenciais,
fortalece-os como uma agenda comum para
o empoderamento de politicas intersetoriais e
integradas, o que também qualifica a atuacado da
sociedade civil no controle social.

A metodologia de apuracao do Orcamento Crianca
e Adolescente (OCA) nos municipios, além de
ser uma importante ferramenta de gestdo é um
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controle social para incidéncia politica da sociedade
civil, especialmente do Conselho Municipal da
Crianca e do Adolescente (CMDCA).

Promocao, garantia e defesa dos direitos de
criancas e adolescentes no Congresso Nacional
A Fundacdo Abring atua junto aos parlamentares
do Congresso Nacional, nas duas casas legislativas,
Camarados Deputados e Senado, para aprimorar as
propostas em tramitacao, sugerir novas propostas
e prevenir que direitos de criancas e adolescentes
previstos em lei ndo sejam alterados, evitando
retrocessos no Marco Legal. Além disso, dedica-se
para que a legislacdo nacional seja aprimorada para
atender as diferencas e especifidades dos grupos
vulneraveis. Para tanto, monitora proposicoes
legislativas que tramitam no Congresso Nacional,
analisa as proposicoes, constroi posicionamentos
publicos e dialoga com parlamentares para
influenciar a tomada de decisdo em relacao as
pautas prioritarias para a infancia e adolescéncia.

Campanhas e mobilizacao social

A defesa e garantia de direitos de criancas e
adolescentes requer constante sensibilizacdo e
mobilizacdo da sociedade em torno dos temas que
afetam esse publico em situacao de vulnerabilidade
social. A Fundacdo Abring, todos os anos, participa
e realiza acdes em duas grandes campanhas: em
18 de maio — Dia Nacional de Combate ao Abuso
e a Exploracdo Sexual de Criancas e Adolescentes,
e em 12 de junho — Dia Mundial de Combate ao
Trabalho Infantil.

Além dessas grandes mobilizacdes, realiza,
anualmente, campanhas de sensibilizacdo social
voltadas aos temas relacionados a infancia.

Producao e disseminacao de conhecimento e
boas praticas

A Fundacao fomenta a publicizacdo e disseminacao
de projetos e iniciativas inovadoras no campo
da defesa e garantia de direitos de criancas e
adolescentes. Analisa, sistematiza e premia acoes
publicas e privadas, com o objetivo de reconhecer
e difundir solucdes simples, eficazes, inovadoras e
reeditdveis visando a protecao integral da infancia
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e adolescéncia.

Produz estudos e pesquisas que ampliam o
conhecimento dos gestores publicos, trabalhadores
e entidades com atuacao preponderante ou ndo na
assisténcia social, como estratégia de subsidiar a
formulacao, implementacdo e avaliacdo da politica
de bem-estar social.

Mantém o Observatorio da Crianca e do
Adolescente, plataforma digital que organiza e
torna publico os indicadores sociais voltados a essa
populacdo, bem como as proposicoes legislativas
que tramitam no Congresso Nacional e que afetam
a garantia dos direitos de criancas e adolescentes.

A partir do monitoramento dos indicadores sociais
sistematicamente, a Fundacdo Abring divulga o
Cenadrio da Infancia e Adolescéncia no Brasil, publicacdo
de bolso com os principais indicadores nacionais. O
monitoramento legislativo gera a publicacao anual do
Caderno Legislativo da Crianca e do Adolescente, com
as proposicoes legislativas prioritarias.

Também  sdo  produzidos  relatérios  de
recomendacdes sobre as politicas voltadas a
infancia e adolescéncia, principalmente sobre os
fluxos, protocolos e politicas de enfrentamento
a violéncia, ao trabalho infantil e ao acesso a
Educacdo Infantil de qualidade, apoiando os
municipios a desenvolver estratégias de reducdo
da vulnerabilidade social nas cidades.

Com base no acompanhamento realizado pela
Fundacdo Abring, em parceria com a Rede de
Monitoramento Amiga da Crianca, € produzido
o relatorio Um Brasil para as Criancas e os
Adolescentes, que contextualiza o cenario da
infancia em determinado periodo, por meio da
avaliacao dos indicadores sociais, programas
e projetos realizados pelo governo federal e
do investimento direcionado as politicas. O
relatério subsidia as 22 organizacdes sociais de
ambito nacional que atuam na rede para incidir
politicamente junto ao governo federal e exigir
melhorias das politicas publicas voltadas as
criancas e aos adolescentes.
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PROGRAMAS E PROJETOS

Em 2018, as criancas e os adolescentes enfrentaram
inUmeras dificuldades para ter acesso a direitos considerados
fundamentais como educacdo, salde e protecdo contra
violéncia.

Dados de 2017 mostram que ainda hd uma longa trajetoria
para que o cenario da infancia e adolescéncia mude no Brasil.
Apenas 28,3% das criancas entre zero e trés anos de idade
estdo matriculadas em creches e quase 1 milhdo estdo fora da
Pré-Escola. O nimero é ainda mais assustador quando olhamos
para a distorcdo de idade-série nos Ensinos Fundamental e
Médio, que correspondem a 18,1% e 28,2%, respectivamente.

Mais de 330 mil criancas menores de cinco anos de idade estao
em situacdo de obesidade e 139.010 estdo abaixo do peso
ideal para a respectiva idade. A mortalidade infantil atinge 12,4
individuos a cada mil nascidos vivos, enquanto a mortalidade
na infancia atinge 14,4.

O trabalho infantil é outro indicador que continua alarmante.
Atualmente, mais de 2,5 milhdes de criancas e adolescentes
estdo expostos a essa violacdo e, em 2016, o Ministério da
Saude chegou a registrar quase 2 mil acidentes de trabalho
nesse publico, sendo 940 acidentes s6 na regido Sudeste.

A Fundacao Abring atuou, em 2018, para promover a garantia
desses direitos para todas as criancas e todos os adolescentes,
realizando acbes conjuntas entre seus programas e projetos e
levando iniciativas a lugares com alta vulnerabilidade social.

As acdes institucionais visam ampliar ©
conhecimento dos pequenos sobre os cuidados
com a salde e, assim, prevenir problemas futuros,
ensinando-os por meio de palestras como manter
uma boa higiene bucal, ter uma boa alimentacdo
e outros héabitos saudaveis fundamentais ao
desenvolvimento.

O Programa Creche para Todas as Criancas também
teve sua atencado e esforcos voltados as criancas
estrangeiras em estado de vulnerabilidade social e
risco social na cidade de Pacaraima (RR). Devido a
crise econdmica, politica e social da Venezuela, em
2016, cercade 57 mil venezuelanos atravessaram
as fronteiras por via terrestre em Roraima, na
regiao Norte do Brasil, segundo a Policia Federal.
A migracdo elevou consideravelmente o nimero
da populacao regional, repercutindo diretamente
nas escolas de Educacéo Infantil (creches e pré-
escolas) locais.

Nos encontros, as empresas
receberam o diploma de reconhecimento anual.
Em 2018, as Empresas Amigas da Crianca
investiram diretamente R$ 413.895.765 em
acoes que beneficiaram 7.841.682 criancas e
adolescentes.

A Fundacdo Abring também realizou, com as
mesmas estratégias, o Projeto Habitos Saudaveis
em Cena Il nos meses de junho a dezembro,
em Ribeirdo (PE).

A Iniciativa de Salde engaja e apoia as cidades de
[taporanga D’Ajuda e Sao Cristovdo, em Sergipe,
no combate a mortalidade infantil e na infancia™.
S6 em 2017, o Estado chegou a ter 1.104* dbitos
de criancas entre zero e cinco anos de idade. Com
infcio em janeiro de 2018, o Projeto beneficiou
4.857 criancas.

Foram realizadas articulacdées com as cidades
participantes e reunides para explicar as
estratégias e os objetivos da iniciativa, como,
por exemplo, o treinamento de profissionais da
salde, como enfermeiros, técnicos e agentes
comunitarios.

Participaram  dos  treinamentos para a
implementacdo profissionais da educacdo, da
assisténcia social, do Nucleo de Apoio a Saude
da Familia (Nasf) e da area da saude, entre
eles biomédicos, enfermeiros, fisioterapeutas,
nutricionistas, dentistas e uma representante da
vigilancia epidemioldgica, que aprenderam mais
sobre o que é educacao permanente, as diferencas
da educacao continuada e sua importancia.

COMITE DE MORTALIDADE INFANTIL

Importante para identificar e planejar acdes de
intervencdo para reduzir o obito de criancas
ocasionado por falhas nos servicos de salde,
o Comité de Mortalidade Infantil é formado por
médicos, enfermeiros, profissionais da assisténcia
social e educacao.

Participaram dos treinamentos médicos pediatras,
enfermeiros, pedagogos, biomédicos, profissionais
da assisténcia social, da vigilancia epidemiolégica,
do Conselho Municipal dos Direitos da Crianca e
do Adolescente (CMDCA) e do Nasf, bem como o
coordenador da Atencao Bésica, que aprenderam
sobre a importancia de investigar os obitos, dos
comités e como implementa-los.

O Projeto também realizou recomendacoes
semestrais para melhorias nas praticas de saude
das cidades, como, por exemplo, dar prioridade
as gestantes nas filas dos exames, que na maioria
das vezes demoram para ser realizados. Ou até
mesmo olhar de uma forma intersetorial (salide,
educacdo e assisténcia social) para casos de
gravidez na adolescéncia, tentando, assim,
minimizar as problematicas enfrentadas.

Guilherme®, de apenas seis anos, ndo gosta
muito de comer, como a maioria das criancas
da sua idade. Suas refeicdes sdo baseadas em
arroz, alguns biscoitos, dgua ou refrigerante e
de vez em quando algumas frutas. Ndo aceita
comer feijao, carnes e diversos outros alimentos
fundamentais para a salde e o crescimento.

Ao perceber que o filho estava muito magro
para a idade, a mae de Guilherme decidiu leva-
lo ao médico. Como suspeitava que poderia
ser algum parasita ou vermes, fazia exames
especificos, que sempre davam negativo.

Com os resultados, passou a achar que era
apenas uma fase, que logo passaria. Como
cozinheira em um restaurante, seu filho tem
acesso a diversos alimentos, que prefere nao
comer. Com uma forte resisténcia para se
alimentar, Guilherme, com 1,10m de altura,
chegou a pesar 16 kg, um pouco abaixo do
recomendado para sua idade e estatura.

Ao ver a situacdo, Janaina, professora de
Guilherme, que participou de treinamentos
promovidos pela Fundacdo Abring sobre habitos
alimentares saudaveis, decidiu conversar com a
mae do menino, para poderajuda-los: “Euchamei
a mae, devido ao treinamento que tivemos,
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disse o que eu estava aprendendo e que
gostaria de falar com ela sobre a alimentacao
de Guilherme. Perguntei se ja tinha notado
qgue com 1,10m ele estava pesando apenas 16
kg” conta a professora.

Apos conversar com a mae de Guilherme,
Janaina percebeu que a falta de apetite do
garoto poderia ser consequéncia da falta
de incentivo. Para contornar a situacao,
recomendou que a mde tentasse outras
maneiras de inserir os alimentos nas refeicoes
do pequeno. “Se o Guilherme estad desnutrido
porque nao tem uma alimentacdo tdo boa,
vamos tentar inserir uma vitamina natural para
ele’, explicou.

‘Se ele ndo gosta de banana, tente cortar,
colocar leite, farinha lactea. Busque trabalhar
isso com o seu filho”, completou a professora.

Mas mudar a alimentacdo era sé o primeiro
passo. Guilherme nao aguentava brincar
por muito tempo que logo se cansava. Entre
0s colegas de sua turma, também era o que
mais ficava resfriado, por isso, a frequéncia na
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escola era menor. “Ele ndo tem energia e o corpo
estd pedindo, mas ele ndo tem. Falta vitamina’,
relatou Janaina.

Em uma das conversas, Janaina pediu para que
0 incentivo fosse uma prioridade em casa: “E
necessario buscar um momento com seu filho.
Quando ele for comer, tentar comer junto, porque
as vezes tem aquela questdo de fazer os pratos e
cada um ir comer em um local diferente. E preciso

ter aguele momento de fazer isso junto com ele”.

Ao perceber que poderia estar errando com a
alimentacao do filho, a mae de Guilherme decidiu
procurar um nutricionista para corrigir os habitos
alimentares da familia.

‘Amée dele disse que vai ajuda-lo. Que iria leva-lo
a um nutricionista. A sua curiosidade foi agucada
e ela vai buscar meios para ajudar o filho, e isso é
maravilhoso!”, finalizou a professora.

Entre tantas criancas que sofrem com a separacao
dos pais, a pequena Melissa*, angustiada,
encontrava-se em uma situacdo familiar sem
protecdo. Em casa, com a méae trabalhando dia
sim, outro ndo, e com dois irmaos, a menina
chorava e gritava constantemente, expressando
0 seu pedido de socorro.

O comportamento logo refletiu na sua vida
escolar. A mae era frequentemente chamada pela
diretora da escola. Um dia, no banheiro da escola,
a pequena foi vista “maquiada como um zumbi”,
assustando quem entrava no local e, ao tirar a
maquiagem, deixou transparecer hematomas no
rosto como forma de exteriorizar sua raiva.

O caso chegou até a psicdloga e educadora de
uma das instituicdes parceiras da Fundacao
Abring, em Guarulhos (SP).

O local atende 478 criancas, com faixa etéria de
zero a trés anos e 11 meses de idade, nos eixos
da educacdo e protecdo social. Com o apoio da
Fundacdo, a organizacao desenvolve o Projeto
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Aban Educar, que possibilitou a ampliacdo de
50 novas vagas na creche e a qualificacdo da
proposta pedagogica, com o desenvolvimento de
atividades |Udicas, aprimoramento das praticas
do brincar, contacdo de histérias, musica, teatro,
danca e brincadeiras.

Soénia*, idealizadora da Aban, conta com a ajuda
da Fundacao Abring ao Projeto, que impactou a
vida das criancas e das familias beneficiadas. “A
partir da parceria, as atividades em referéncia
a 18 de maio - Dia Nacional de Combate ao
Abuso e a Exploracdo Sexual de Criancas e
Adolescentes, por exemplo, foram incluidas como
pratica institucional, algo que nao faziamos antes.
Este ano, realizamos com as criancas, familias
e a comunidade uma passeata pelas ruas do
bairro e promovemos atividades de prevencao.
O resultado foi uma maior sensibilizacdo para a
importancia dos lacos afetivos entre pais e filhos
e a identificacdo de um caso de abuso sexual
infantil”.

Desconsolada e sem saber o que fazer, a mae de
Melissa relatou para a psicéloga a rotina familiar,
na tentativa de ajudar a resolver a situacao.
Comentou ainda que as duas filhas, uma de trés e
outra de nove anos de idade, eram cuidadas pelo
irméo de 15 anos.

O medo e a cicatriz j& instalados no coracdo de
Melissa ndo calaram a menina, que colocou para
fora todos os seus sentimentos e, finalmente, a
dura realidade vivida. Em uma das conversas com
a educadora, a pequena revelou que seu irmao
a ameacava e abusava dela e da irma mais nova.
Uma infancia estava se perdendo ali, dentro de
sua propria casa, unico lugar em que podia se
sentir segura.

“Sempre que amae safa, oirmao adespiaeatocava

nas partes intimas, além de exigir que fizesse suas
refeicoes e suas tarefas de casa, chantageando

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a menina”, conta Soénia, que acompanhou todo o
caso de perto.

‘O menino era atendido pelo nosso projeto
e a irma mais velha também. Ele abusava das
duas irmas quando os pais saiam e o deixavam
tomando conta. Ele chegou a tirar a virgindade da
irma de nove anos”, completa Soénia. Emocionada
e decepcionada, a mde mostrou-se surpresa com
a verdade antes nao dita pela filha.

Com a ajuda da Fundacado Abring e do Projeto, as
duas irmas, que ocupam as vagas ampliadas na
creche, estdo, juntamente com a familia, sendo
assistidas por uma psicdloga e uma assistente
social, e 0s érgdos competentes foram acionados
e estdo acompanhando o caso.

‘Acionamos o Conselho Tutelar, fomos a audiéncia,
0 paiveio buscar o menino, levou embora e, agora,
as meninas estdo sendo acompanhadas pela
assistente social e pelo psicélogo. Os profissionais
vao na casa dessa familia e as acompanham
sempre”, afirma Soénia.

Como medida de protecao, o irméo de Melissa foi
afastado do local de convivéncia com as irmas. A
acao, prevista no Livro I, Titulo Il do Estatuto da
Crianca e do Adolescente (ECA), visa defender os
direitos da infancia e adolescéncia no Brasil.

De acordo com o Disque Direitos Humanos
(Disque 100), em 2017, foram realizadas mais de
14 mil denuncias de abuso sexual contra criancas
e adolescentes.
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POLITICAS PUBLICAS, INCIDENCIA POLITICA E
MOBILIZACAO

Em 2018, a Fundacdo Abring deu continuidade
a sua atuacao no campo da incidéncia politica e
da mobilizacdo pelos direitos das criancas e dos
adolescentes, um ano marcado pelo conturbado
processo eleitoral em nivel federal e estadual.

Uma importante conquista para a Fundacao
Abring, 2018 foi o primeiro ano em que atuou
como organizagdo com status consultivo no
Conselho Econdmico e Social das Nacoes Unidas
(Ecosoc), o que a qualifica como organizacdo a
trabalhar junto aos drgdos subsidiarios do Ecosoc,
influenciando os posicionamentos e documentos
ali produzidos, em especial, aqueles que dizem
respeito aos temas da infancia e adolescéncia,
buscando a realizacdo dos compromissos
internacionais assumidos pelo Brasil em diferentes
acordos, convencoes e tratados.

A atuacdao na Comissdo Nacional para os
Objetivos de Desenvolvimento  Sustentavel
(CNODS) se mantém como importante espaco
de acdo. Como uma das oito representantes da
sociedade civil na Comissdo, a Fundacéo iniciou
o processo de implementacdo do Plano de Acdo
2017-2019, instrumento que apresenta as
estratégias para a promocdo e implementacao
dos Objetivos de Desenvolvimento Sustentavel
(ODS) no Brasil, lancado pela CNODS no final
de 2017. Também colaborou para a estruturacao
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DOLTICAS POBLICAS E MOBILITACAO

do Plano de Comunicacdo e Mobilizacdo da
CNODS e participou ativamente da discussao
sobre a adaptacdo das metas e dos indicadores
nacionais durante o lll Encontro dos Produtores
Nacionais de Informacdo para os Objetivos de
Desenvolvimento Sustentavel, posteriormente
contribuindo com sugestdes ao documento
colocado em consulta publica no final do ano.

Ao longo do ano, a CNODS encaminhou a criacao
das Camaras Tematicas, instancias subsidiarias,
onde poéde contribuir para a construcdo das
Camaras Tematicas “Parcerias e Meios de
Implementacdo”, “Acompanhamento da Agenda
2030" e “Integracédo de Politicas Publicas”. Atuou
na elaboracdo das diretrizes de cada uma das
Camaras e teve a oportunidade de influenciar
a ampliacdo da participacdo de organizacoes
da sociedade civil, por meio da indicacdo de
representantes para os Comités de Instalacao das
referidas camaras.

Ainda contribuiu com a elaboracdo da Estratégia
Nacional de Desenvolvimento Econdémico e
Social (Endes), documento elaborado pelo
Ministério do Planejamento, Desenvolvimento
e Gestdo, colocado em consulta publica em
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2018. Na interlocucdo com o governo federal,
ressaltou a necessidade de alinhar a Endes aos
desafios e compromissos da Agenda 2030 e a
implementacdo dos ODS no pais.

Em 2018, a Fundacdo Abring monitorou 4.334
proposicoes legislativas em tramitacdo no
Congresso Nacional e que podem impactar os
direitos de criancas e adolescentes no pais.
Dessas, 2.410 estdo relacionadas ao direito a
protecdo, 1.293 ao direito a educacdo e 631 ao
direito a saude. Algumas proposicoes foram objeto
de incidéncia direta na tramitacdo e que abordam
diferentestemasdainfanciaeadolescéncia, dentre
0s quais destacam-se: PLS n° 394/2017 (Estatuto
da Adocao), Lei n°® 13.509/2017 (Adocao), PL n°
8.006/2014 (Acompanhamento pods-adocdo),
PL n° 2.438/2015 (Plano Nacional de Reducao
de Homicidios), PLC n° 19/2018 (Sistema
Unico de Seguranca Publica), SCD n°® 2/2018
(Combate a violéncia sexual), PL n°® 7.643/2017
(Funcreche), PL n° 7.029/2013 (Financiamento
de creches publicas), PL n® 7180/2014 (Escola
sem Partido), PL n°® 866/2015 (Fundo Sinase),
PL n° 6.433/2016 (Permissdo de uso de arma de
eletrochoque dentro do sistema socioeducativo),
PL n° 7.199/2017 (Casamento infantil), PLS n°
234/2018 (Piores formas de trabalho infantil) e
PSL n° 231/2018 (Trabalho infantil artistico).

A Fundacdo conquistou duas importantes vitorias
em sua atuacao no Congresso Nacional: a sancao
da Lei n® 13.718/2018, conhecida como Lei da
Importunacao Sexual, que trouxe maior protecao
as criancas e aos adolescentes vitimas de violéncia
sexual, e a sancdo, com os vetos solicitados, da Lei
n° 13.675/2018, que organiza o Sistema Unico
de Seguranca Publica (Susp).

Ainda no més de marco, lancou a quinta
edicao do Caderno Legislativo da Crianca e do
Adolescente, publicacdo que traz as prioridades
de acompanhamento do Congresso Nacional e
que sdo resultado do trabalho de monitoramento
sistematico das proposicoes legislativas que
tramitam na Camara dos Deputados e no Senado
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Federal, e que tém potencial para impactar os
direitos de criancas e adolescentes. O diferencial
dessa edicdo estd na relacdo feita entre as
proposicoes e 0s potenciais impactos — positivos
OouU negativos — que a aprovacao ou rejeicao de
proposicoes legislativas prioritarias podem gerar
para o cumprimento dos ODS no Brasil, buscando
destacar o papel do Congresso Nacional para a
construcdo de um ambiente favoravel ao alcance
dos 17 objetivos e das 169 metas previstas na
Agenda 2030.

O Cenario da Infancia e Adolescéncia no Brasil
é outra publicacdo de grande relevancia para
a sociedade civil e diferentes parceiros, pois
apresenta um panorama sobre a situacao da
infancia e adolescéncia no pafs. Em abril, a
Fundacdo Abring lancou a quinta edicdo da
publicacdo, que traz 18 indicadores prioritarios
para a andlise da situacdo de criancas e
adolescentes, desagregados por grandes regioes.
Assim como no Caderno Legislativo, alinhou os
indicadores selecionados aos ODS.

A articulacdo em rede com outras organizacdes
visando a incidéncia politica tem sido uma
importante  estratégia para sua atuacao.
Estda compondo a Rede Nacional da Primeira
Infancia, a Ciranda 2030, o Forum Nacional pela
Prevencao e Erradicacdao do Trabalho Infantil, a
Estratégia ODS, a Rede Meninas e Igualdade de
Género (RMIG) e a Coalizdo Brasileira pelo Fim
da Violéncia Contra Criancas e Adolescentes. Em
parceria com esta Ultima, obteve uma importante
conquista, em junho de 2018, com a adesdo
do governo federal a “Parceria Global pelo fim
da violéncia contra criancas e adolescentes’, na
qual o governo federal assume o compromisso
de desenvolver um roteiro nacional (roadmap)
de acoées integradas para balizar as avaliacdes do
Plano Decenal dos Direitos Humanos de Criancas
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e Adolescentes (2011-2020), e de desenvolver
um sistema de indicadores sobre criancas e
adolescentes com foco na identificacdo da
violacdo de seus direitos.

Outra conquista que obteve com o trabalho
em rede foi a aprovacdo pela Unido Europeia
do projeto “Fortalecimento da Rede Estratégia
ODS”, que tem como objetivo geral contribuir
para a efetiva implementacdo dos ODS e da
Agenda 2030 em todo o territério nacional,
e como objetivos especificos fortalecer a
Estratégia ODS como rede de referéncia
na articulacdo multissetorial, para ampliar a
participacao e incidéncia da sociedade civil na
implementacao dos ODS e da Agenda 2030 no
Brasil, com foco na reducao das desigualdades de
género, geracional e étnico-racial. A aprovacao
e a lideranca desse projeto, combinadas a
representacdo que a Fundacdo Abring tem
na Comissao Nacional dos ODS, a coloca em
posicdo de destaque na interlocucdo com a
Unido Europeia pela implementacdo da Agenda
de Desenvolvimento 2030 no Brasil.

A eleicao presidencial e as eleicoes estaduais
foram pautas nos diferentes eventos e seminarios
dos quais a Fundacdo Abring participou,
buscando qualificar o debate. E para fomentar
o debate eleitoral e a qualidade das propostas
dos candidatos aos governos estaduais, a
Fundacdo lancou a publicacdo Cendrios da
Infancia e Adolescéncia - Recomendacoes aos
Estados e ao Distrito Federal (www.fadc.org.br/
cenariocrianca). Ainda, destaca sua participacdo
nos seguintes seminérios e atividades:

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HISTORICAL CONTEXT

In response to the many cases of violation
of children’s and adolescent’s rights in Brazil,
including murders and child labor, the Brazilian
Association of Toy Manufacturers (Abring), in
1989, set up a special Department for Defence
of Children’s Rights - a nucleus that would later
morph into Fundacao Abring.

What really motivated this initiative was the
belief that it would not be possible to expect the
Government to solve these issues alone. There
was the view that work in favor of children and
adolescents working in situations of vulnerability
throughout the country should not be an
individual action, but a joint effort from society
as a whole.

At the start of the work, several actions were
carried out in partnership with other segments of
society, then establishing the characteristics of the
institution that are preserved to the present day; a
focus on mobilization and participation of society
at large. Thus, Fundacdao Abring has expressed,
ever since its inception, the institution’s vocation
for advice, and defence and guarantee of rights,
as an institution able to positively act as a go-
between in the relationship between people who
need funds and those who have them.

Since it was first created on 13 February 1990,
Fundacao Abring pelos Direitos da Crianca e
do Adolescente (hereinafter Fundacdo Abring)
has been active in alignment with the terms
established by the Federal Constitution of Brazil,
in 1988, and the International Convention on
the Rights of the Child, by the United Nations
Organization (UN), in 1989.

In its DNA, Fundacao Abring brings participation
in political situations, the implementation of
projects and programs, and the development
of special actions for communication and
involvement which always seek to uphold the
rights of children and adolescents in different
realities within Brazil.

ACTIVITIES

The Fundacdo Abring actively works towards
the promotion and the protection of the rights
of, and exercising of citizenship by, children
and adolescents, particularly those who find
themselves in situations of social vulnerability,
by acting directly upon the System for
Guarantee of Rights (Sistema de Garantia de
Direitos - SGD).

As an institution providing social assistance,
the Foundation is aligned with the main laws,
policies and resolutions made by this category,
especially the principles and guidelines set out
inthe Organic Law for Social Assistance - LOAS
(Law No. 8,742/1993):; the National Policy
for Social Assistance (PNAS/2004 - Unique
System for Social Assistance (Suas); and CNAS
Resolutions No. 16/2014 and 27/2011.

Fundacdo Abring's provision of services
is entirely free of charge, and is ongoing,
permanent, and planned for the execution of
its mission. For this reason, Fundacao Abring
acts directly for the construction of new
rights, for the promotion of citizenship, on
tackling social inequalities, and in articulation
with Government institutions aimed at social
assistance policies, as per the terms of Law No.
8,742/1993 (Article 2, I, “a”), as also showing
respect for the decisions made by the National
Social Assistance Council (CNAS).

The Foundation’s work has national coverage,
through advisory services in the technical,
political, administrative and financial areas,
provided to organizations of civil society,
companies, and Governments at all three
levels of the Federation (Federation, States
and municipalities), and also in the three
spheres (Executive, Legislative and Judiciary).
Fundacao Abring also gets politically involved
and rallies people around socially, with a focus
on the rights established by Law and on the
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recognition of new ones, as also in promotion of
citizenship and in tackling inequality.

The actions, programs and projects always
bring the communication element into their
mechanisms of operation, as part of the strategy of
involvement. With this in mind, many campaigns
are run and institutional events are held. There
has also been the construction and the making
available to society of theme studies and also
scenarios of early childhood and adolescence
with a high impact on the media, always seeking
to shed light on the violation of rights, garner
support from public opinion, more objectively
and more efficiently pressure legislators and
governors; publicise successful experiments to
show that “it can be solved’, and propose new
solutions to the whole of society, extending well
beyond the denouncement.

The Foundation monitors the compliance with
international agreements signed by Brazil that
require the implementation of national and
subnational public policies. Since 2014, the
Foundation has also been active in the negotiation
and the implementation of the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs) adopted by United
Nations General Assembly (UNGA) in 2015. The
strategy used joins together the participation
in the Federal Government and in subnational
institutions - States and municipalities - to make
sure that no child or adolescent is left behind.
The Foundation also works to nurture the
involvement of the civil society and the private
sector in attainment of the targets of sustainable
development by 2030.

Social control of Government policies,
strengthening of organizations within civil
society and the childhood and adolescence
movement

Fundacéo Abring promotes technical, administrative
and financial advisory services to organizations in
civil society that provide services that are essential
to ensure the rights of children and adolescents,
in order to strengthen and qualify the activities of
such organizations for the satisfactory management
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of their activities such as planning, monitoring and
evaluation of actions and services provided, as
also the sustainability of these actions, through
strategies for harnessing resources.

It also promotes and strengthens social control,
and the efforts made by organizations within
the early childhood movement, through rallying
round and also by engagement in networks and
coalitions, thereby participating in democratic
spaces for defence of rights, these including
councils, forums, networks and commissions,
among others.

Promotion and guarantee of rights of
companies

This involves the engagement and strengthening
of the entrepreneurial class in their defence of
the rights of children and adolescents, by rallying
round and acknowledging companies that do
indeed carry out social drives to promote the
rights of this public, with the top priority being
the prevention and eradication of child labor, by
not allowing such practices in their production
chains; such companies should instead promote
professional qualification and access to protected
employment, in the case of adolescents; and also
carry out social actions in benefit of children and
adolescents.

Promotion and guarantee of rights by
Governments

The Foundation feels that the Government shall
also do its bit within the process of ensuring
the rights of children and adolescents through
provision of quality services, observing the
specific needs of each vulnerable group, and
taking all necessary measures in favor of the
reduction of access to services provided and the
quality of such services.

Within the federal sphere, efforts are made,
together with Ministries and federal managers,
working towards the qualified implementation of
national policies that promote the assurance and
effectuation of rights, as also the qualification
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of national policies currently in effect, that may
require enhancement. Fundacdo Abring also
works so that the commitments taken on through
national plans and policies are actually adhered
to; these include the National Social Assistance
Plan (PNAS), the National Education Plan
(PNE), and the National Plan for the Promotion,
Protection and Defence of Children’s and
Adolescents’ Rights to Family and Community
Coexistence (PNCFC), among others.

Throughtheiractions, FundacaoAbring pressures
Governments to fulfil the commitments taken
on in treaties, conventions, and international
agreements, these including the International
Convention on the Rights of the Child, and
additional protocols added thereto, and also
ODSs in the promotion of defence of such
rights within the political sphere and based on
the context of the society, checking to see if
the assistance policy is indeed in line with the
demands made by society.

Within the municipal sphere, the Foundation
operates directly in Brazilian municipalities,
getting municipal administrators involved,
in order to qualify the municipal policies of
social assistance, health and education, in
favor of children and adolescents. Through
formal endorsement of, and signing up to, the
Child-Friendly Mayor Program (Prefeito Amigo
da Crianca - PPAC), the mayors take on a
commitment to give priority to early childhood
and adolescence during their term of office.
This is materialised in a work agenda that, in
addition to concrete actions, also plans the
development of a group of social indicators in
the respective areas, as also in planning and
investment. To proceed through the agenda,
it is necessary to make local efforts, to install
participative processes, to strengthen the
councils for rights, child protective services,
and councils for social assistance, education,
health, and school meals, thereby promoting
access to knowledge, means, resources and
methodologies aimed at the increase in social
participation, within the quest for citizenship
rights.
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On coordinating actions for strengthening
of social control and of organizations of civil
society, together with municipal governments,
Fundacdo Abring promotes the strengthening
of Municipal Government Planning, through the
supply of an intersectorial methodology based
on participative planning, in the medium to long
term, involving six phases as follows: rallying
round of strategic players; diagnosis; proposals for
problem solving; sector analysis; consolidation;
and the institucionalization of municipal plans.
The involvement of several players, especially
of social and assistential policies, strengthens
these as a common agenda for empowerment of
integrated and intersectorial policies, which also
adds weight to the activities of civil society within
social control.

The methodology of calculating the Child and
Adolescent Budget (Orcamento Crianca e
Adolescente - OCA) in Brazilian municipalities
is not only an important tool for management,
but also a form of social control for the political
participation of civil society, especially in the case
of the Municipal Council for the Child and the
Adolescent (Conselho Municipal da Crianca e do
Adolescente - CMDCA).

Promotion, guarantee and defence of the
rights of children and adolescents in the
Brazilian National Congress

Fundacao Abring acts together with the Members
of the Brazilian Parliament, in both Houses, the
Brazilian Chamber of Deputies and the Brazilian
Senate, to enhance the proposalsthatare currently
been analyzed, suggest new proposals, and also
prevent any changes to laws that institutionalize
rights of children and adolescents, thereby
avoiding regression in the legal framework. In
addition, special dedication is given so that
national legislation may be enhanced to cater to
the differences and the specific characteristics
of the more vulnerable groups. With this in
mind, the Foundation monitors legislative bills
that are currently being analyzed and discussed
in the Brazilian National Congress, analyzes the
proposals, establishes Government positions, and
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also embarks on dialogue with MPs to influence
their decisions with regard to the priority issues in
the interests of children and adolescents.

Campaigns and social rallying

The defence and the assurance of rights of
children and adolescents requires constant
awareness-building and also the rallying round
of society, around issues that affect this socially
vulnerable public. Fundacdo Abring, every vear,
participates actively and carries out activities in
two major campaigns: on 18 May - the National
Day against Abuse and Sexual Exploitation of
Children and Adolescents, and also on 12 June -
the World Day against Child Labor.

Apart from these two major rallying events, every
year there are special campaigns for awareness-
building on childhood-related events.

Production and dissemination of knowledge
and best practices

The Foundation also fosters the dissemination
and publicity of innovative projects and initiatives
to defend and ensure the rights of children and
adolescents. It also analyzes, systemises and
recognises public and private actions, in order
to acknowledge and divulge simple, efficient,
innovative and reeditable solutions with a view
to the full protection of early childhood and
adolescence.

The Foundation also produces studies and
research to expand knowledge of the Government
managers, workers, and also institutions with
activities, whether important or not, in the field of
social assistance, as a strategy to provide grounds
for the preparation, implementation and appraisal
of the policy of social well-being.

The Foundation also maintains the Observatory of
the Child and the Adolescent, a digital platform that
organizes, and makes public, the social indicators
aimed at this population, as also the legislative
proposals currently been passed through the
National Congress that affect the guarantee of
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the rights of children and adolescents.

Based on the systematic monitoring of social
indicators, Fundacdo Abring publishes the
Outlook for Early Childhood and Adolescence
in Brazil, a pocket-sized publication with the
most important national indices. The legislative
monitoring, in turn, gives rise to the annual
publication of the Legislative Booklet on the Child
and the Adolescent, with priority legislative bills.

There is also the production of reports with
recommendations on the policies aimed at
childhood and adolescence, especially with regard
to the flows, protocols, and also the policies for
tackling violence and child labor, and provision of
access to high-quality Early Childhood Education,
giving support to those municipalities so they
can develop strategies for the reduction of social
vulnerability in large cities.

Based on the monitoring carried out by Fundacao
Abring, in partnership with the Child-Friendly
Monitoring Network, there is the production
of the special report A Brazil for Children and
Adolescents, which puts the outlook for early
childhood at a certain time into context, through
an evaluation of social indices, programs and
projects carried out by the Federal Government
and investments aimed at the policies. This report
provides subsidies for the 22 national social
organizations that are active in the chain, so
that they may be politically applicable, together
with the Federal Government, and demand
improvements to the Government policies
regarding children and adolescents.
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PROGRAMS AND PROJECTS

In 2018, children and adolescents face countless difficulties
to have access to rights that are considered essential, such as
education, health, and protection against violence.

Data for 2017 show that there is still a long way to go before the
current situation of childhood and adolescence changes in Brazil.
Only 28.3% of the children aged between zero and 3 years old
are enrolled in day care centers, while almost one million children
are not in Pre-School. This number becomes even more alarming
when we look at the distortion between chronological age and
school year in Elementary and Middle School, corresponding to
18.1% and 28.2% respectively.

Over 330 thousand children aged under five years old are obese,
while 139,010 are below the recommended weight for their age.
Infant mortality currently affects some 12.4 people per thousand
live births, while mortality in infancy affects 14.4.

Child labor is another indicator which is still a cause for alarm.
Currently, over 2.5 million children and adolescents are exposed
to this violation and, in 2016, the Brazilian Ministry of Health
recorded almost two thousand work accidents involving this
public, including 940 cases in the Southeast Region alone.

Fundacado Abring, in 2018, took action to ensure that these
rights are granted to all children and adolescents, by taking joint
action between their programs and projects, and taking such
initiatives to places where social vulnerability is rife.

Thus, in the last year, Fundacdo Abring gave thousands of
children and adolescents a chance to dream!

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ADOTEL UM SORRISO

Seeking to promote access to health services for
thousands of children and adolescents throughout
Brazil, the Adotei um Sorriso (‘I Adopted a Smile’)
program had participation of 612 professional
people in the year 2018, all providing volunteer
services to those who needed them most.

Dentists, psychologists, nutritionists, paediatricians,
ENT specialists and ophthalmologists have
provided clinical and institutional treatment -
be it preventive action or actions for screening
at organizations - in 228 Brazilian towns in 20
States.

This program, sponsored by gas distribution
company Copagaz with the support of dental
insurance service company Interodonto, benefited a
total of 4,491 children and adolescents aged between
zero and 18 (exclusive) from 101 social organizations
that have partnerships with the Fundacdo Abring.

For this reason, the ‘child’s friend’ volunteers may
choose the best way to reach conciliation of their
daily activities.

INSTITUTIONAL ACTIONS

The institutional actions seek to expand children’s

knowledge of health care and thus prevent
future problems: for example, teaching them,

101 civil society organizations (CSOs)
participating, from 20 Brazilian States.
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through lectures, about how to maintain good
buccal health, how to have healthy eating habits,
and other healthy habits which are essential for
development. Throughout the year, a total of
4,175 children and adolescents benefited from
such actions.

A volunteer dentist also did screening to identify
buccal problems, including tooth decay in the
children and adolescents who benefited from the
Maria Flos Carmelli Association in Sdo Paulo, state
of Sdo Paulo. In all, 216 children were screened.

In June, the Santos Martires Society, from
Sdo Paulo, state of Sdo Paulo, was awarded a
course of action in partnership with the Brazilian
Association of Eyewear Companies (Abioptica)
and with the Advanced Medicine Center (Cema)
which benefited 90 children.

Several other preventive action drives have been
carried out with other organizations, including
issues such as education, eating habits, buccal
hygiene, and domestic violence, action drives that
have benefited 3,869 children and adolescents.

CLINICAL SERVICES

Clinical services allow the children and adolescents
who lack funds to regularly attend medical
appointments to be seen to by voluntary services
provided in the surgeries of the professional staff
on the program, thereby assuring the free-of-
charge inclusion of this public and its entitlement
to the services offered by the private health
network.

During the year 2018, a total of 226 children
and adolescents had clinical treatment, thereby

promoting equality and also assuring the right to
health care.

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RRINCANDO COMCIENCIAS
('PLAYING WITH SCIENCE")

First started in 2018, the Brincando Comciéncias
(‘Playing with Science’) Project, promoted in
partnership with the Municipal Secretariat of
Education and BASF, has been directly active in
the training and monitoring of 32 professional
people active in Early Childhood Education at
eight Municipal Primary Schools (EMEBs) of the
city of Sdo Bernardo do Campo, near Sdo Paulo.

Considering the children’s ability to learn and
also the importance of the relationships that
play activities and educational games provide
within the process of cognitive, affective and
psychomotor development, the Project uses these
practices within the children’s daily activities, for
children aged 4 and 5, and attending Preschool.

Throughout the year, each school carried out a
Project with a focus on Science and mathematics
in the classroom environment. The proposals
carried out within the school were presented
during the training offered by the Brincando
Comciéncias ('Playing with Science’) science
project. In addition, all schools received a
donation of one kit with materials for science
and logical thinking, namely games and toys, so
that there may be the expansion of resources
used to nurture mathematical, scientific and
environmental education.

In this way, the children acquired knowledge
about Science, the environment, nature, how
the planet works, and other content, thereby
expanding the capacity of logical reasoning and
mathematical knowledge.

By means of practices shared by the educators
at the schools, and also through the donation
of Science and logical thinking kits, this project
benefited 2,118 children. In all, a total of 32
hours of training was carried out at eight
different meetings, for Early Childhood Education
professionals in the city of Sdo Bernardo do
Campo, near Sao Paulo.

BRINCANDO COMCIENCIAS (‘PLAYING WITH
SCIENCE’) FAIR

The Brincando Comciéncias ('Playing with
Science’) Fair marked the close of the Project in
S&o Bernardo do Campo. This event, which took
place in November, brought together children,
teachers and managers of the eight participating
Emebs (municipal primary schools) in the
organization and execution of presentations and
exhibitions, focused on science and maths.

This fair also helped so that the students could
share their own experiences and practices of
greatest significance that were acquired during the
project, strengthen their ties with the community,
and get to know the work of other children.

“This Project was a success. For BASF, it was
very gratifying to support an initiative which
brought real benefits and caused quite a stir in
the municipality. The fair was the materialization
of everything that we have seen happening
during the year”, Fabiana Nunes, communications
consultant at BASF.

CIRANDA DO APRENDER
(ROUND OF LEARNING!

Since 2016, the Ciranda do Aprender (‘Round of
Learning) project, in partnership with the Alcoa
Institute and the Municipal Secretariat of Education,
has contributed towards better pedagogical practices,
developed by teachers and school coordinators
active in the segment of Early Childhood Education,
seeking to develop learning related to logical
reasoning, reading, and practices of language and
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communication skills, among children aged four and
five, enrolled in preschool institutions in three Brazilian
municipalities, namely Pocos de Caldas (Minas Gerais),
Sao Luis (Maranhao) and Juruti (Pard).

“This Project is very important from the pedagogical
standpoint, as it works with a wide range of issues,
making the teacher’s work in the classroom easier, in
away thatinvolves not only the children but also their
families. Because of the Project, in recent months,
there was significant progress in terms of family
participation in school actions”, Jucelino Borges dos
Santos, pedagogical coordinator of the Menino Deus
Infant School (EMEI), in the city of Juruti, Maranhao.

As a strategy, there was the development of actions
for storytelling; stimulation when playing; teacher
training; and readaptation of school premises, in
orderto establish closer links between the family and
the school community. At the same time, meetings
with members of the families of the students who
benefited have also collaborated, by multiplying and
implementing the innovative pedagogical practices,
together with the education professionals.

In the opinion of the president of the Alcoa Institute,
Fausto Cruz, “the Round of Learning Project
contributes, first and foremost, to the construction of
knowledge and to the enhancement of pedagogical
practices of the participating educators”. He also
highlights the similarities between the goals of the
project and those of the Alcoa Institute: “Both seek
to promote positive transformations within the
communities, based on education, which pushes
forward the qualification of conscientious and
responsible citizens”, Mr Cruz said.

TRAINING

Having a direct impact on daily school life, the
Ciranda do Aprender (‘Round of Learning’)
Project offered new practices following the new
Brazilian National Core Curriculum (BNCC),
which recommends that the learning process
should make sure of full development, as also
the potential and skills of the children.

With a focus on an improvement in the quality of
pedagogical projects developed by the schools,
the training offered to teachers, managers and
staff of the Secretariats for Education addressed
issues such as child development; the importance
of musicalisation, storytelling, play activities;
play instruments and educational games; as also
inclusive education and ethnoracial relations.

Vilcimar de Jesus, a mathematics teacher from
S&o Luis, mentioned the importance of training for
the improvement of student performance in the
classroom: “Just the fact that | am participating
in training offered by the Fundacdo Abring is
already worth it, as our main aim here is that
of improving the education of our children and
adolescents. This training is innovative, different
from everything we have already had here”.

The training developed based on the theme
“Practice of games and play activities in
mathematics and logical thinking” reinforced the
way in which mathematics should be introduced
to children aged four and five, guided by the
National Core Curriculum (BNCCQC).

Supporter
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DONATIONS

Considered as an action that transforms and
enriches the daily lives of children within the
scholastic environment, for the first time the
project has benefited rural schools, through
donations of books, musical kits, and educational
games, thereby promoting encouragement to
read and also a play-based learning process that is
pleasant for the students.

In all, there was the donation of 1,950 books, with
650 being for each of the three cities involved. In
all, 4,029 educational games and toys were also
donated to the 30 participating schools.

CLOSING SEMINARS

In November and December, there were closing
seminars for the Project in the cities of Pocos de
Caldas, Sdo Luis and Juruti, with the aim of socializing
the pedagogical practices developed in each region,
sharing the results thus achieved and also handing
out certificates to the participants from each of
the municipalities involved. In addition, the events
include special lectures and exhibitions on the
pedagogical practices carried out during the year.

The creator of the project, Valdete Asevedo, during
one of the seminars in which she participated in
Juruti, showed the importance of enchanting and
reenchanting, within Early Childhood Education.

‘| have taken this speech over to some municipalities
because | realize that what we really need is to pass
affection, love, care and patience to the child, as
children really learn when we pass these things. There
is no child who does not learn”, Valdete Asevedo.

The municipal secretary for Education in Juruti,
Jonas Moraes Cativo, stressed the difference in the
Project: “It is really great when someone supports
us, gives encouragement, and brings something
different to our educators. The Foundation and the
Institute have given technical support and training,
and have brought a different way to work with
children, each one with his or her own reality”.

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CRECHE PARA TODAS AS
CRIANCAS

(‘DAY CARE CENTERS FOR ALL CHILDREN")

The Creche para Todas as Criancas (‘Day Care
Centers for All Children’) program acts through
articulation, awareness-building and mobilization
of society, for the expansion of access and
improvement of services provided by day care
centers and preschools. This Program has
the support of a network of articulators, both
individual people and institutions, aimed at
the area of early childhood, who work, on a
voluntary basis, in favor of the cause in several
parts of Brazil.

This initiative also has the aim of training
professional staff to improve services offered
by, and the physical premises of, institutions
throughout Brazil. Such improvements include
refurbishment and readaptations of premises of
preschool units and day care centers, and also
donation of books, games and toys, to encourage
reading and logical thinking by children.

In 2018, the program was present in 14 Brazilian
States and 109 municipalities, for the benefit
of 806 children. A greater closeness between
the Foundation and the network of articulators
occurred through training sessions and meetings

THE CRECHE PARA TODAS AS CRIANCAS
(‘DAY CARE CENTERS FOR ALL CHILDREN’)
PROGRAM AND THE CYRELA INSTITUTE

With the sponsorship of the Cyrela Institute
and support from the Municipal Secretaries of
Education of Porto Alegre (Rio Grande do Sul),
Rio de Janeiro (Rio de Janeiro) and Sao Paulo (Rio
de Janeiro), the Creche para Todas as Criancas
(‘Day Care Centers for All Children’) program has
enabled expansion, with this programs’s activities
now including an additional three Brazilian
states, thereby helping to improve the quality of
education as offered to the children enrolled in
day care centers.

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‘As we see it, the school space is a reference for
child development, as also with the presence of
good teachers and good pedagogical proposals.
With the toy library, our main intention is that
the children have a lot of fun”, commented Rafael
Marques Alves, of the Cyrela Institute, during the
inauguration of the toy library at the ‘Unificado
da Paz' Education Center, in the Brasilandia
neighborhood in the city of Sao Paulo.

Over the months, a total of 4,66/ children
between zero and three years old benefited,
through training, donation of collections,
refurbishment of three day care centers, and also
with the new practices developed by the teaching
staff at the 41 Early Childhood Education Schools
that participate in this program.

THE ‘DAY CARE CENTERS FOR ALL CHILDREN’
PROGRAM AND THE PARTNERSHIP WITH THE
IRISH EMBASSY

The Creche para Todas as Criancas (‘Day Care
Centers for All Children’) Program also had its
attention and efforts aimed at foreign children
in a state of vulnerability and social risk in the
Brazilian city of Pacaraima (Roraima). Due to
the economic and political crisis in Venezuela in
2016, some 57 thousand Venezuelans crossed
the border by land into Roraima, in Northern
Brazil, according to the Brazilian Federal Police.
This migration meant that there was a significant
rise in the regional population, with a direct effect
upon the Early Childhood Education schools in
the area (day care centers and preschools).

For this reason, since August 2018, the
Fundacdo Abring, in partnership with the Irish
Embassy and the support of the Municipal
Secretariat of Education, has pursued activities
in the municipality, seeking to contribute towards
the effectuation of the right to education for
the Venezuelan children who migrated into
Pacaraima.

“Pacaraima is a municipality in the far north of
Brazil and which borders on Venezuela. The

INSTITUTO
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increase in Venezuelan emigration, the high
number of Native Brazilian communities, and also
the demand of the city itself, have brought a huge
challenge for the municipality, which is that of
offering places in Early Childhood Education with
quality. Thinking of this, we decided to work for
the benefit of these children and adolescentS”,
Carlos Tilkian, Chairman of the Fundacdo Abring.

Throughout the year, donations of collections of
books and educational games have been made,
and training on Early Childhood Education has
been offered to educators at 24 local institutions,
bringing benefits for 563 children aged between
zero and three.

“The strategy of the program was used mainly to
meet the needs of Venezuelan families. As the
city only has one overcrowded day care center,
and two Early Childhood Education schools, we
had nowhere to put the children. At that time,
many children were in the streets or at the bus
station. I, as an articulator of Fundacao Abring,
have spoken to the secretary of Education and
also with the Mavyor, to present our project, to
train the Early Childhood Education teaching
staff in music, drama, reading, writing activities,
and play activities”, said Ana Alice Monteiro dos
Santos, the vice-coordinator of the Carana State
School in Boa Vista (Roraima) and an articulator
of the program, who put together, and closely
monitored, the training of education professionals
at the ‘Alcides da Conceicdo Lima’ Municipal
School, in the city of Pacaraima.

In2019,thisprogram, alsowith the collaboration of
the Embassy, shall refurbish a school in Paracaima,
in order to provide appropriate premises with
good pedagogical practices. There shall be the
start of construction of a new classroom for
children in their last year of day care, introducing
and opening a special multipurpose room, known
as Espaco Seguro (Safe Space), which is a place
for play activities, and whose main goal is that
of strengthening the resilience and general well-
being of children and adolescents who experience
situations of emergency or catastrophe.

For 23 vyears, Fundacdo Abring, through the
Empresa Amiga da Crianca (Child-Friendly
Company) program, has been getting companies
involved in the defence of the rights of the child
and the adolescent, encouraging private social
investment and also nurturing preparation for
the employment market and access to protected
employment for adolescents, thus tacking the
problem of child labor.

In 2018, the program was present in 288
municipalities of 23 Brazilian States, mobilising
and recognising the companies that carried out
social actions in favor of children and adolescents.
In all, 774 different companies have received the
special seal confirming the status as a Empresa
Amiga da Crianca (Child-Friendly Company).

The program offers technical support so that
companies may make social investments and
donations to the Funds for the Rights of the Child
and the Adolescent (FDCA) which, in the year,

“The Empresa Amiga da Crianca (Child-Friendly
Company) program does not only bring better
value as recognition of the company that is active
in this segment, but also helps this company
to have strategies, methodologies, methods of
action and ways to make their work visible. This,
because it does not suffice for the company just
to have interest and to see the importance. In
some cases there is a lack of guidance about how
to do this”, Claudia Monteiro, a social assistant
of Furnas that has been an Empresa Amiga da
Crianca (Child-Friendly Company) since 2017.

At the start of the year, this program carried out
a webinar® about the objectives of sustainable
development (OSD) to show the themes and to
encourage social actions of the companies linked
to global targets.

Next, the Meeting of Business Leaders got
together and made a speech, with top leadership
of the Empresas Amigas da Crianca (Child-
Friendly Companies). During the event, which
took place in May, there was the launch of the
publication by the name of Scenario of the Child-
Friendly Company, which is very innovative in the
representation of the situation of private social
investment in actions aimed at children and
adolescents. The material could be used as an
instrument so that the companies may plan their
investments and analyze their activities.

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There was also a webinar about the situation
regarding child labor, so as to reinforce awareness
of the harm that this practice brings to the
development of children and adolescents, and
also to explain how this learning law can help us
tackle this sad situation.

The program also organized five regional meetings,
which offered the necessary support for children
and adolescents. At the meetings, the companies
received their annual diplomas in recognition. In
2018, the Empresas Amigas da Crianca (Child-
Friendly Companies) directly invested the sum of
BRL 413,895,765 in actions that would benefit
7,841,682 children and adolescents.

In August, the program also made itself present
at the National Congress of People Management
(Conarh), publicising its actions and presenting
cases of companies such as Amaggi, Citrosuco,
Copagaz, DSM Nutritional Products Brazil, the
Amazonia Group, HJ Santa Fé, Itaipu, Itau-
Unibanco, MRV Engineering, Mondelez, MSC
Brazil, Nestlé and Plena Saude.

The program also participated in different events,
business trade fairs, and forums, to get to know
and engage new companies, in favor of the cause
of early childhood.

ESCOLA NO CAMPO
('SCHOOL IN THE FIELD')

In partnership with Syngenta, the Escola no
Campo ('School in the Field) Project offers
educational practices that could promote and
protect the rights of children and adolescents
in a rural context and setting. The project in the
area of education distributes support teaching
material, of excellent printing and instructional
quality, to pupils in Year 5 and Year 6 (aged 10 and

11), of the second half of elementary school, and
for teachers of municipal and schools, in the field,
taking out to the classrooms a thought about the
rights or children and adolescents, awareness of
the need to tackle child labor, and the importance
of the sustainable development of rural areas.

Among the strategic actions of the Project, we
have presential training and also distance training
for educators, about a wide range of issues and
also for working with the families, to seek to
enhance their pedagogical practices and the
relationship between school and family.

In 2018, the project was active in 158
municipalities of 12 different Brazilian states,
benefiting 16,267 children and adolescents
through the receipt of teaching materials that
address, in a pleasant and play-based manner,
the priority issues of this initiative, and with the
knowledge which the teachers have acquired
through presential and distance training.

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PILOT ACTION

The Escola no Campo (‘School in the Field’) project
innovated by creating a pilot action regarding work
with families. For this, they promoted specific
training, based on the publication Guia para as
Familias (Guide for Families), with the intention of
working on the issue at the schools in the hubs
of Espumoso (in Rio Grande do Sul), Cafelandia
(Parand) and Chapeco (Santa Catarina). This event
had the participation of 43 education professionals,
who were able to exchange experiences about the
types of relationships that their schools maintain
the students’ families, presenting difficulties and
sharing results, presenting difficulties and sharing
positive results that improve and encourage
the participation of the family within the school
environment, in a way that is play-based, attractive
and practical.

The schools were also invited to draw up an action
plan with specific activities such as: enhancing the
means of communication with the families, through
social networks and messaging apps; get families
in involved in activities both inside and outside the
school, sharing stories and experiences; carry out
home visits to see the reality of the families and
show that the school is an important partner.

“In 2018, we highlight the carrying out of the visits
to families with rural properties, which were highly
relevant and which the students liked a lot. We have
had lectures with a psychologist about child labor,
giving guidance to the parents about this issue’,
Lourdes Martini, the pedagogical coordinator of
the ‘Oscar Majolo’ school in the city of Sdo Miguel
da Boa Vista (State of Santa Catarina).

Having observed that the city of Jodo Pessoa (State
of Paraiba) had high rates of food insecurity - lack
of availability of, and access to, health foodstuffs
- the city was selected by Fundacdo Abring to
be part of the Habitos Alimentares Saudaveis
(Healthy Eating Habits) project. Sponsored by
the Carrefour Foundation, the project’s main goal
is to promote healthy eating habits for children
under five years old.

The first months were devoted to articulation
meetings, and to signing a declaration of
cooperation with the participants and with the
Secretariats of Education, Health and Social
Assistance, as also selection of the professional
people who would give the training. Later, there
was an official opening event with the participating
professionals, to mark the start of the project and
to explain its importance for the region, with the
start of the training.

During the year, 136 Early Childhood Education
teachers were trained to encourage, in the

classroom environment, the implementation of
healthy eating habits.

Main results:

6,894 children benefited:;

The following people received training: 105 cooks,
136 Early Childhood Education teachers, and 207

community health agents;

125 mothers received guidance about healthy eating
habits.
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Cooks from the Early Childhood Education schools
also received training about hygiene, storage,
preparation of healthier food options, and how to
make the most of foodstuffs. The 105 professional
people also had the opportunity to visit the premises
of the Carrefour Hypermarket to see its structure
and methodology, thus being able to adapt this to
the reality experienced at the schools. To show, in
practice, the knowledge acquired during the project,
a special recipe competition was held, allowing the
professional people to rethink their usual practices
and make use of foodstuffs that are healthier and
tastier, always seeking a healthy nutrition for their
main clients: children.

To provide full service of high quality for the 6,894
children aged between zero and five years old,
benefited by the Habitos Alimentares Saudaveis
(Healthy Eating Habits) project, 207 community
agents also participated in the training, to
enhance their services. At the end, the health
units received scales and anthropometric
measuring devices (especially for monitoring
children’s height and weight) - materials which
they did not have before.

Workshops were held with 125 family members,
in order to guide them about the importance of
healthy eating habits for the development of
their children.

One of the strategies used by Fundacdo Abring
was that of using key dates to work on issues
linked to the goals of the project, namely:

“The training
made us look at things
differently. We were motivated
to not only ingest healthy food,
but also to take this issue over to the
classroom environment, establishing

it as a routine. We were encouraged
to bring together play activities and
awareness-building”,

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WABA WORLD BREASTFEEDING WEEK

Between 1 and 7 August, a campaign was run to
mobilize the community and encourage exclusive
breastfeeding until the child is six months old,
and then complementary breastfeeding until
the child’s second birthday, or even later. In this
drive, 10 thousand folders about the issue were
handed out.

WORLD FOOD DAY

On 16 October, tem schools took action aimed
at this issue, with their children. The activities
occurred throughout the day, and ranged from
picnics to fairs, also including cultural activities.
This moment provided some children with the
opportunity to try fruit such as kiwi fruit and
plums for the first time.

Allactions have contributed towards the
implementation of nutritional education practices
for 42 Early Childhood Education schools.
The project also allowed the implementation
of a Permanent Education Team, so that the
participating professionals could, in 2019, multiply
their knowledge to the other professionals in the
municipality.

“We often say that our ‘thermometer’ is the litter
bin. We are used to seeing them full of plastic
materials, bottles of soft drinks, and packets
of biscuits with fillings. After training with the
Fundacao Abring, we see that the litter bins have
more organic matter, such as fruit skins, and very
little plastic materials”, Julio Fernandes, assistant
school director at the ‘Lucia Giovanna' Municipal
Primary School (Emef).

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HABITOS SAUDAVELS EM CENA I
(HEALTHY HABITS ON THE SCENE 1)

The Habitos Saudaveis em Cena I (Healthy
Habits on the Scene ll) project, which unfolded
between January and August, was sponsored
by the Brazilian Ministry for Culture (MinC) and
had the collaboration of Taurus to make the
school community of two cities in the state of
Pernambuco, namely Moreno and Rio Formoso,
about the importance of acquisition of healthy
habits.

Intended for children up to five years old, this
project made education professionals aware of
thisissue, as a strategy to reach out to their target
public. In all, 69 professional people took part in
meetings that showed the importance of working
with key issues in the classroom: issues such as
food safety, physical activities, hygiene, music,
theater, play activities, and leisure in general,
seeking to promote these habits in children.

“There were many practices and several habits
that we perceive in our daily lives as something
which is part of our health, not only physical health
but also mental”, Mabel Melo, Early Childhood
Education coordinator in Moreno.

Articulations were also set up with the
municipalities involved, and the project was
showcased to the participants. Next, there
was a process of awareness-building for these

professionals, who put the knowledge thus
obtained into practice, in classrooms of 14
different schools, thereby encouraging the little
ones to take up good eating habits, take care of
their bodies, and also take care of their buccal
health.

To make sure of the efficiency of the project
and to ensure that the children have learnt
something, the children were given special activity
books focusing on the issue, and 13 theater
presentations were given at schools, to make the
spectators aware of this issue in a pleasing way.
In all, 1,870 children benefited from the theater
production Afinal, o que faz bem e o que faz mal?
(After all, what is healthy and what is not?).

July and August were set aside for the evaluation
of the project in the cities. With this in mind,
meetings were held, where each school presented
the activities carried out. The professional staff
reported that the most significant thing learnt
was realizing that, in order to change the habits
of the little ones, first and foremost it is essential
to be a good example in the classroom. After the
theatrical presentations, each participant had to
answer a questionnaire, to officialise and measure
the impact of this initiative upon the cities.

“What we really value
is change. We see that
habits have changed when we
throw our trash in the litter bin, when
we carry out physical exercise; on seeing
that each person has a time to rest, an

interest in regarding leisure as something
healthy, and seeing play as a pedagogical
intention, as something through which
the child is learning”

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HABITOS SAUDAVEIS EM RIBEIRAO (PE)
(HEALTHY HABITS IN RIBEIRAO,
PERNAMBUCO)

With the very same strategies, Fundacao Abring
also carried out the Habitos Saudaveis em Cena
/I (Healthy Habits on the Scene Il) project from
June to December, in the city of Ribeirdo (State
of Pernambuco). This started with articulation
and local presentation, which started off the
sensitization meetings.

For seven months, the project managed to get
154 professionals working with Early Childhood
Education to start to admit the importance of
taking up healthy habits, and take this view over
to the school environment, carrying out cultural
and educational activities with the children. To
make learning easier, schools had an activity
book that was given to the students, a book
that contained games, drawings to color in and
join the dots, healthy recipes, and other lessons.
Over the months, 608 children benefited and
seven theatrical productions were carried out,
with the participation of 20 schools, covering
the whole municipality.

During the evaluation meeting, the professionals
reported their experience after the project,
describing the activities they had performed
with the children, such as tooth-cleaning and the
preparation of vitaminas (mixed fruit juices with
milk) and fruit juices. During the meeting, murals
with photographs of the actions were erected.

“Despite being
educational, the
theatrical production brought
a highly pleasing moment with play
activities, creativity and laughs, which
is something very important to all,

especially in such locations, where most
of the children were seeing a theater
production for the very first time”

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INICIATIVA DA SAUDE
CHEALTH INTTIATIVE)

The Health Initiative engages and supports the
cities of Itaporanga D’Ajuda and Sdo Cristovao,
in the Brazilian state of Sergipe, in tackling infant
and child mortality®. In 2017 alone, the State had
1,104 deaths of children under five years old.
Having started in January 2018, the project has
benefited 4,857 children.

Arficulations were also established with the
participating cities, and meetings were held
to explain the strategies and targets of this
initiative; for example, the training of health
professionals such as nurses, technicians, and
community agents.

The training started in May, seeking to enhance
the services provided to children and pregnant
women by 189 professional people. With this in
mind, key issues were addressed, these including
the welcoming of the pregnant woman and
her family; special care for the mother and the
new-born; early childhood illnesses; high-risk
pregnancy; and others, all of which are essential
to back up the work of professional people who
directly serve the target public for this project. As
a result, 377 pregnant women benefited through
the duly trained professional staff.

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“The Health Initiative is extremely important, as it
trains these professional people. There is no point
in insisting that the health assistance be adequate
if these professionals are not accordingly trained,
and if they have no support within the cities’, says
Luciane de Abreu, consultant of the project and
specialist in obstetric and paediatric nursing, and
neonatology.

This initiative has also worked towards the
construction of the Municipal Plan for Early
Childhood and Adolescence (PMIA) in both
cities, as it has also trained and encouraged the
implementation of a Permanent Education Team
and an Infant Mortality Committee.

PERMANENT EDUCATION TEAM

The Permanent Education Team is essential to
keep the project content alive, thereby ensuring
that new professional people in the municipalities
actually learn.

The training for implementation had the
participation of professional educators, social
assistants, the Nucleus for Support of Family
Health (Nasf), and professionals from the
health area, including biomedicine specialists,
nurses, physiotherapists, nutritionists, dentists,
and a representative from the epidemiological
surveillance area, all of whom have learnt more
about the meaning of permanent education,
the difference between ongoing education and
permanent education, and its importance.

INFANT MORTALITY COMMITTEE

Important to identify and plan actions for
intervention, in order to reduce the rate of infant
deaths and deaths in infancy through faults in the
health services, the Infant Mortality Committee
consists of doctors, nurses, social assistants, and
education professionals.

The participants in the training program included
paediatricians, nurses, educators, biomedicine
specialists, social workers, professionals from
the area of epidemiological surveillance, people
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“I would like to

from the Municipal Committee on the Rights
of the Child and the Adolescent (CMDCA) and
Nasf, as well as the coordinator of Basic Care.
All these people learnt about the importance of
investigating the deaths, the committees, and
how to implement them.

The project also carried out recommendations
twice a year, for improvements to health practices
in cities, such as giving priority to pregnant
women in queues for medical tests which, in
most cases, take a long time to be carried out.
Or even looking at cases of teenage pregnancy in
an intersectorial manner (health, education and
social assistance), thereby attempting to reduce
the problems faced.

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NOSSAS CRIANCAS
(OUR CHILDREN)

Since 1993, the Nossas Criancas (Our Children)
program has worked towards strengthening civil
society organizations that provide direct and no-
cost services to children and adolescents, aged
under 18, in situations of social vulnerability.

Sponsored by the Brazilian Association of Toy
Manufacturers (Abring), the program passes financial
funds on to civil society organizations as well as
offering technical and administrative support.

The support contributes, so that the organizations
may expand and enhance the services they
provide, as well as upgrading physical premises,
acquiring new pedagogical materials, offering
greater diversity and quality in the food offered
to children and adolescents, and also improve the
management of the institution.

In 2018, the program had partnerships with 22
civil society organizations (CSOs) with projects
catering to Early Childhood Education, and also
protection and health, thereby benefiting 3,984
children, of which 302 were benefited through
the opening of new vacancies at day care centers.

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TECHNICAL MONITORING

Every month, the organizations that have
partnered with the program get technical advice,
being given guidance about financial management
and also strategies so they may achieve their
proposed goals and results.

At regular intervals, the Fundacao Abring visits the
organizations to monitor the development of these
initiatives. On these occasions, the premises are
carefully observed, and there is enhancement of the
pedagogical proposal, acquisition of didactic materials
that are appropriate for different age brackets, and
there is also the monitoring of the activities as carried
out, seeking to make sure of qualified development
of such actions and the appropriate use of the funds
and resources passed on.

In September, there was a meeting with partner
organizations to share the results obtained
through each project. This unique moment also
allowed the offering of a special training session
on sustainability strategies for projects.

VOLUNTEER ACTIONS

There were three volunteer actions which gave
many children and adolescents an atypical day,
full of play activities, gymkhanas and a lot of
learning to boot.

The first of these actions unfolded in June, at the
‘Sinhazinha Meirelles’ Day Care and Community
Center, in Sdo Paulo. In partnership with Danone,
this action gave 525 children and adolescents,
aged between two and 15, an opportunity to play
and enjoy practices such as planting seedlings, art
with natural paints, storytelling, workshops, and
sporting gymkhanas.

‘I believe that some of the volunteers who come
here think they are doing something for the
children but, in the end, they end up realising that
they are the ones who receive. The Fundacao
Abring realizes that such actions are very
important, as there are children here who show
great difficulty to interact; however, during these
activities, and with their visits, they interact more
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“I rarely buy
books through the City
Hall, but with this partnership
with the Fundagao Abring we have
already succeeded. We had the cafeteria
tables that were too high; thanks to the

Fundagdo Abring we have managed to purchase
tables that are more accessible to the children.

The second action took place in partnership with
Redibra, at the ‘Maria Flos Carmeli’ Association, in
Sao Paulo. A real Children’s Day festive occasion
took a grip on the organization. With play activities
all around, the 180 children, aged between zero
and 5 years 11 months, took full advantage of the
presence of the volunteers, who even took Lottie
Dottie Chicken (known as Galinha Pintadinha in
Brazil) to make their fun complete.

Pepsico also took part in volunteer actions and
gave 400 children aged under six, benefited by the
Irma Celeste’ institution, the ‘Fénix" Association
and the ‘Maria das Neves’ Association, a full day
of integration, with a wide range of activities
developed by the volunteers, focusing on healthy
eating, sporting practice, and education.

25 YEARS OF THE NOSSAS CRIANCAS (OUR
CHILDREN) PROGRAM

In September, the Nossas Criancas (Our Children)
Program will have its Silver Jubilee. Since the
start of this program, it has benefited some 80
thousand children and adolescents, and established

partnerships with 298 organizations, with the
transfer of funds totalling over BRL 44 million.

In celebration of this date, the Fundacio
commemorated during the meeting of the Rede
Nossas Criancas (Our Children Network), which
gathered 180 people, in Sao Paulo (SP). In the
morning, the event had an artistic presentation
given by children who have benefited through the
Casa do Zezinho (Zezinho's House), that cheered up
the audience with song and dance, special mention
of donors, organizations and other people who
have made a direct contribution to the success of
this program. Discussions on the Regulatory Mark
for Civil Society Organizations (MROSC) and the
challenges faced for the implementation thereof
were also part of the program.

The afternoon wrapped up the action with the
hosting of workshops on Basic Documentation
and Certifications, and Institutional Planning for a
partnership with the Government.

‘Anyone wishing to contribute to society in some
way, but lacks the time, needs to have a reliable
institution that does everything properly. | really
like the Fundacao Abring program and everything
that it contains that has been done by the children.

THE NOSSAS CRIANCAS (OUR CHILDREN)
NETWORK

At present, the Nossas Criancas (Our Children)
network comprises 223 organizations that have
partnered the Nossas Criancas (Our Children)
program, and have benefited 89,842 children
and adolescents from 19 Brazilian States and the
Federal District.

Every month, there is a meeting of the Nossas
Criancas (Our Children) Network, a moment
dedicated to sharing and exchange of experiences
between the organizations; discussion of issues that
are essential for early childhood and adolescence,

Education Institute  (Abemdusica):
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PREFEITO AMIGO DA CRIANCA
(CHILD—FRIENDLY MAYOR)

Fundacao Abring, through the Prefeito Amigo da
Crianca (Child-Friendly Mayor) program, has been
striving to strengthen the activities of municipal
managers, and for this reason it provides technical
advice for mayors and their respective teams
throughout the country, in order to better qualify
public policies in favor of children and adolescents
during their respective terms of office.

The first months of the year were destined to
completion of information regarding the Child
Budget (Orcamento Crianca - OCA) and Social
Policies (SP), in order to establish a base for
construction of recommendations aimed at
qualification of policies.

During the year, there were regional seminars
with the theme Um Caminho para a Protecdo
Integral (A Path to Whole Protection) and also
technical visits to monitor, and develop local
capacities for, prioritisation of actions and budget
planning, as also to establish ideal conditions for
the regularization of legislation and municipal
protocols, based on technical statements which
were in turn based on difficulties shown by the
municipalities. Best practices were disseminated
during the meetings, in order to share experiences
and examples for the other cities.

The program also encouraged the participating
municipalities to get involved and participate

in national campaigns such as the National Day
against Sexual Abuse and Exploitation of Children
and Adolescents, and Baby Week.

“We consider this program to be very important
on all counts: in areas such as education, health,
assistance, in tackling vulnerabilities, and also,
above all, in preventive protection. In my opinion,
the child is the key for the construction of a great
country”, Edvaldo Nogueira, mayor of Aracaju
(Sergipe).

During the monitoring carried out in the
municipalities, the program conducted an analysis
of the local scenario and priority problems, and
sent them on to the respective managers, and also
carriedoutadiscussionprocess forthe readaptation
of procedures and flows of the Municipal Council
for the Rights of the Child and the Adolescent
(CMDCA). In September, the municipalities
received reports and recommendations from the
Child Budget (OCA) and Social Policies (SP) maps.
The reports provided a greater engagement of
municipal teams.

This last year, the program also enhanced its
system and computerized its actions, towards full
monitoring and qualification of the interventions
together with the teams, thereby facilitating the
processes for completion and validation of the
guestionnaires.
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In 2018, the program held webinars for thematic
work that is important for the execution, such
as the videoconference held at the start of the
year about the Work Agenda of the program,
and another one held later, about Strategies for
the Accompaniment of Children and Adolescents
in Situations of Violence. Guest specialists from
the Reference Center for Victims of Violence
(CNRVV) and Childhood Brazil also spoke about
Law No. 13,431/2017: Specialised Listening and
Special Statements and Thoughts about Concepts
of Violence and Identification of Cases.

Fundacao Abring took part in the 74th Meeting of
the National Front of Mayors (FNP), to publicise
the program and also to discuss issues that are
crucial to childhood.

The Prefeito Amigo da Crianca (Child-Friendly
Mayor) program tested experiences and solutions
in the operation of Government policies in three
Brazilian cities: Boa Ventura (Paraiba), Janaulba
(Minas Gerais) and Sao Paulo (Sado Paulo).

It also participated in the training of conselheiros
tutelares (Local Safeguarding Children Board -
LSCB), promoted by the Municipal Secretariat
for Human Rights and Citizenship, and the 1st
Municipal Week for Early Childhood.

Fundacdo Abring, with the support of many
different Empresas Amigas da Crianca (Child-
Friendly Companies) helped 45 children who
were impacted by the tragedy that befell the
‘Helley de Abreu’ Municipal Early Childhood
Education Center. Furniture, books and games
were donated, and training was offered to
professionals, for the reopening of the premises.

PREMIO CRIANCA
(CHILD PRIZE)

Every two vyears, the Prémio Crianca (Child Prize)
initiative recognises best practices aimed at Early
Childhood - from gestation to the age of six years
- carried out by civil society organizations (CSOs)
and companies.

Sponsored by the Law for Incentive to Culture,
of the Brazilian Ministry of Culture (Minc) - and
by Novelis Brazil, the company, through a tender
bidding document, received 136 initiatives which
passed through a meticulous critical analysis
consisting of four different stages:

- Analysis of documents requested - 41 projects
were approved;

- Evaluation of initiatives, based on guiding
principles - 18 projects passed, moving on to the
visits phase;

« Technical visits carried out by a special
committee, comprising specialists in the areas of
right to education, right to protection and right
to health;

. Evaluation and choice of finalists and winners,
among the initiatives.

In its 22nd edition, the program produced seven
finalists, who complied with all guiding principles:

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Orchestra of Paraisopolis, singer Paula Lima, and
presenter Rafaella Brites, who was the Master of
Ceremonies.

During the event, Fundacdo Abring launched
the publication Prémio Crianca 2018 (Child Prize
2018), telling the story of each project, each
organization, and each finalist company.

This was a very generous
prize because the Fundacdo is giving the other
parties to have been honored the opportunity to
speak out. This was the day to celebrate the other
initiatives”, Rafaella Brites.

On award-giving night, Dr Adriana Suely de
Oliveira Melo, a professional who has stood out
in the area of public health for babies and for
pregnant women, was also honored.

In 2019, the five winning projects shall be given
kits with musical instruments such as pandeiro (a
kind of drum), surdo mor (a kind of bass drum),
rattles, flutes and others, and also training so that
the professional people may make use of music
using the equipment donated, in pedagogical
practices with the 961 children who were
benefited by the projects.

In 29 years of activity, the program has already
given awards to 81 initiatives that have been
implemented throughout Brazil.

PRESIDENTE AMIGO DA CRIANCA
(CHILD—ERIENDLY PRESIDENT)

Ever since implementation back in 2002, the
Presidente Amigo da Crianca (Child-Friendly
President) program has the main goal of
establishing a commitment with civil society and
the federal government, to prioritise Government
policies that promote the rights of children and
teenagers, based on international treaties and
national plans as currently in force.

For this reason, it has the support of the Rede de
Monitoramento Amiga da Crianca (Child-Friendly
Monitoring Network), which currently consists
of 22 organizations and social movements in
different Brazilian states and cities.

The Network is responsible for the monitoring
of, and contribution to, the evaluation of
Government policies of the Federal Government,
as also for the definition and the execution of
incidence action, seeking to achieve advances in
relation to rights in terms of education, health,
protection, and investments.

The social control over the Federal Government,
and the production of knowledge about policies,
programs, and investment in children and
teenagers allows the organized civil society to
have qualified tools for political incidence.

VI REPORT: A BRAZIL FOR CHILDREN AND
ADOLESCENTS - EVALUATION OF THE
MANAGEMENT FOR THE TERM 2015-2018

In partnership with the Rede de Monitoramento
Amiga da Crianca (Child-Friendly Monitoring
Network), Fundacdo Abring launched the VI
Report: A Brazil for Children and Adolescents —
Evaluation of the Management for the Term 2015-
2018. This publication addresses the policies
as implemented in the federal management, in
areas such as health, education and protection,

the variation in the indices that measure the
quality of life of children and teenagers, and also
analyzes the standard and level of Government
investment over the period.

This report has shown a worrying and challenging
situation. “Different from what happened in the
three previous Federal Administrations (2003
to 2014), where there was the consolidation of
the trend to increase public spending on social
development, particularly through policies related
to children and adolescents, in the most recent
presidential term there was a sharp decline in
investments, without the replacement of any
losses incurred by inflation over the period,
with less resources for areas such as education,
assistance and health” - Denise Cesério, executive
manager of Fundacdo Abring.

CAMPAIGN: “CRIANCA NAO VOTA. MAS TEM
QUEM VOTE POR ELA" (CHILDREN DON'T
VOTE BUT THEY HAVE PEOPLE WHO VOTE
FOR THEM)

Stressing the issue of conscientious voting to
improve the lives of children and teenagers,
Fundacao Abring, through the Presidente Amigo
da Crianca (Child-Friendly President), launched
a campaign known as Crianca ndo vota. Mas
tem quem vote por ela. (Children don't vote,
but they have people voting for them). This
initiative came about to guide society to vote
on a candidate that prioritized early childhood
and adolescence, and agreed to change the
harsh reality. For this purpose, they analyzed the
situation for early childhood in 2014, comparing
it with more updated data, and then produced
the Book of Guidance for the 2019-2022 Term
of Management, seeking to get engaged and also
to agree on targets and goals, with the elected
president.
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PROTEGENDO SONHOS
(PROTECTING DREAMS)

Fundacao Abring, in partnership with the brands of
SC Johnson, namely Raid®, Baygon® and OFF!®,
and the Municipal Secretariat for Education, in
October 2017, started the implementation of
the Protegendo Sonhos (Protecting Dreams)
program, focused on the qualification of reading,
writing and mathematics in four Brazilian capital
cities which had a general performance below the
national average, in the Development of Basic
Education (Ideb) below the national target.

Through training sessions carried out by the
teachers, coordinators, managers of the municipal
network, and social educators of the Reference
Centers for Social Assistance (Cras), the goal of
the program is to improve and contribute towards
the performance, qualification and innovation of
practices of reading, writing and mathematics of
students of Years 8 and 9, at 27 municipal upper
primary schools (Fundamental ) in four capital
cities, namely Salvador (Bahia), Sdo Paulo (Sao
Paulo), Sao Luis (Maranhdo) and Vitdria (Espirito
Santo).

TRAINING PROGRAMS
Among its actions in 2018, the Fundacdo has
promoted 12 training sessions involving teachers,

coordinators, managers and professional people
from the participating Municipal Secretariats of

101 education professionals trained at
12 meetings;

27 schools participating in the program.
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Education, to develop new practices in reading,
writing, construction of texts, use of games in the
honing of mathematical skills and those of other
subjects, in an interdisciplinary way.

“The participation in the qualification processes
helped to enrich the pedagogical practices of
the teachers. Distinctive methodologies were
developed, methodologies that encouraged
participation in the execution of the activities.
The teachers would get anxious for the arrival of
the support material handed over by Fundacao
Abring and showed great enthusiasm with regard
to the planning of the 2019 scholastic year”,
Denise Fernandes, director of the ‘Irma Jacinta’
Upper Primary School, in Vitoria (Espirito Santo).

WORK GROUP MEETINGS

For the identification of the problems involved
in the low rates shown by the schools, and
also the definition of the issues to be worked
upon in each location, in a contextualised and
personalized way, a Work Group was set up, with
representatives from each Municipal Secretariat
of Education of the participating capital cities.
The meetings took place to encourage the

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exchange of experiences in the teaching area, the
setting of targets, and the focusing of goals on
the promotion of quality of basic education. Some
issues such as “Adolescence, its life contexts and
protagonism within the learning process, ethnic
and racial relations, and gender issues in school”
were addressed during the meetings.

Three meetings of the Work Group were held
during the year, two being in person and one
remotely. Pedagogical kits were also delivered
to the partner Secretariats of Education, giving
a total of 27 pedagogical kits, comprising books,
films in DVD format and mathematical games.

‘I was bowled over by the commitment shown
by the teachers, and | could also observe their
passion in the way they spoke and looked. This
shows that, even with the difficulties that we
find in the state school network, there is still a
lot of engagement on everyone’s part, in wanting
to make the difference for a public that needs
attention”, Selmira Fernanda Silva, technical
manager at Cras Vila Luizao, in Sao Luis, Maranhao.

‘On living today'’s experiences with two schools
that are inserted in different realities, we see
that education, wherever it may occur, is made
of people who, in their daily activities, weave
possibilities of uncertainty, hope in challenges,
collaborating in knowledge and non-knowledge,
and with each step seeking paths that conform
to the terms of learning by children and young
people. These include corners, environment
rooms, posters, signs, activities that sound like
an orchestra, in which the product seeks to set
a tone for the knowledge that the students have
built” Regina Bruhns Rossini Andrade, head of
the Pedagogical Department for the Municipal
Education Network in Sao Paulo.

'HE HAS NO ENERGY, AND HIS BODY IS CRAVING
FOR IT. HE LACKS VITAMINS.'

Guilherme*, aged only six, does not like to eat much,
like most children of his age. His meals usually consist
of rice, some biscuits, water or soft drinks once in a
while, and occasionally some fruit. He does not eat
beans, meat, and several other foodstuffs that are
essential for his growth and good health.

On seeing that her son was too thin, Guilherme’s
mother decided to take him to the doctor. As she
suspected that it could be some kind of parasite or
even worms, Guilherme took specific medical tests,
which always came out negative.

With the results, she started to think that this was just
a passing phase, and that it would clear up soon. As
a cook in a restaurant, her son has access to several
types of food that he prefers not to eat. With strong
resistance against eating, Guilherme, who is 1.10
metres tall, at one time weighed only 16 kg, a bit below
the recommended weight for his age and stature.

On seeing the situation, Janaina, Guilherme's teacher,
who took part in the training offered by Fundacao
Abring about healthy eating habits, decided to talk to
the child’'s mother, to be able to help them: “| called
the mother over and, due to the training we had, told
her what | was learning, and that | would like to pass
this to her, with regard to Guilherme’s eating habits.
| asked her if she had ever noticed that, at 1.10m, he
was only 16 kg in weight”, said the teacher.

After talking to Guilherme’s mother, Janaina realized
that the child’s lack of appetite could be a result
of lack of encouragement. To solve this situation,
without thinking twice, she recommended that the
mother try other ways to include these foodstuffs
in Guilherme’s meals. “If Guilherme is malnourished
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because he doesn't eat that well, let’s try to insert
some natural vitamins in his diet”, she explains.

“If he doesn’t like bananas, try to cut them up, add
milk, or even add farinha lactea (a kind of baby
formula). Try to work on this with your son”, the
teacher completed.

However, changing the dietary habits was just the first
step. Guilherme did not like playing for long, as he soon
tired out. Among his classmates, he was also the one
who would catch cold most often, meaning that his
attendance at school was also less. “He has no energy,
and his body is asking for energy which he does not
have. There is a lack of vitamins”, Janaina reports.

In one of the talks, Janaina asked to put this incentive
as a priority at home: “You need to seek a moment
to spend with your son. When he eats, try to eat
with him, because sometimes there is that issue
of preparing the meals and each one eating in a
different place. You must spend some time with him.

On realising that she could be getting things wrong
with her son’s diet, Guilherme’s mother decided to see
a nutritionist to correct the family’s eating habits.

“His mother said she would help him, and take him to
a nutritionist. This aroused curiosity, and she is going
to seek means to help her son - this is wonderful!”,
the teacher concludes.

Just like Guilherme, some 130 thousand
children aged under five are underweight in
Brazil. Check out the data, broken down by
Brazilian region:

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MELISSA: A GIRL ABUSED BY HER OWN
BROTHER

Among so many children who suffer with their
parents’ separation, the little Melissa®, in anguish,
found herself in a family situation without any
protection. At home, with her mother working every
other day, and with two siblings, she would shout
and cry constantly, in a cry for help.

This behavior soon affected her school life. Her
mother was often called to have meetings with the
headmistress of the school. One day, in the school
bathroom, the small girl was seen made up as a
“zombie” frightening anyone who entered the room
and then, on removing the makeup, she left bruises
on her face as a way of expressing her anger.

This case came to the attention of the psychologist
and educator of one of the partner institutions of the
Fundacao Abring, in Guarulhos, State of Sdo Paulo.

This location serves 478 children aged up to three
years and 11 months, along the main axes of
education and social protection. With the support
of the Fundacdo Abring, this organization has
created the project known as Aban Educar (Aban
Educate), which made it possible to offer 50 new
places at the day care center and the qualification of
the pedagogical proposal, with the offering of play
activities, enhancement of play, storytelling, music,
theater, dance and games.

Soénia*, the person who first thought of Aban, has the
help of Fundacdo Abring in this project, which had a big
impact on the lives of the children and the families who
benefited. “With the partnership, the activities related
to 18 May, the National Day against Sexual Abuse and
Exploitation of Children and Teenagers, for example,
were included as institutional practice, something that
we never did before. This year, with children, families
and the community, we marched through the streets of
the neighborhood and promoted prevention activities.
The result was greater awareness of the importance of
affective ties between parents and children, and the
identification of any case of sexual abuse of a child”.

Very sad and without knowing what to do, Melissa’s
mother told the psychologist about the family
routine, in an attempt to sort things out and help
her. She then added that her two daughters, one
aged three and the other aged nine, were cared for
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by their brother, aged 15.

The fear and the scar which were already deep set in
Melissa’s heart were not able to silence the girl, who
showed all her feelings and then the harsh reality
that she had been experiencing. During one of the
conversations with the educator, the small girl said
that her brother had sexually molested her and her
younger sister. A childhood was thus being lost right
there, in her own house, the only place where she
could feel safe.

“Whenever her mother went out, her brother would
undress her and touch her private parts, as well
as asking her to cook meals and do housework,
blackmailing the girl” says Soénia, who closely
monitored the case.

“The boy was on our project and his elder sister, aged
9, was too. He sexually molested the two sisters
when the parents went out and left him taking care
of the girls. He even took away the virginity of his
nine-year-old sister”, Sonia adds. Deeply emotional
and disappointed, the mother showed surprise at the
truth that her daughter had never told her before.

With the help of Fundacdo Abring and the project,
the two sisters, who took the extra vacancies at the
day care center, together with her family, are being
assisted by a psychologist and a social worker; the
appropriate entities have also been called upon, and
are monitoring the case.

“We have also called upon the Local Safeguarding
Children Board (LSCB) and went to the hearing.
The father came to collect his son, and took him
away, and now the children are being monitored
by the social worker and by the psychologist. The
professional people go to the family’s house and
always keep an eye on them”, says Soénia.

As a protection measure, Melissa’s brother has been
moved away from the place of coexistence with his
sisters. This action, recommended in Book II, Title I,
of the Statute of the Child and the Teenager (ECA),
seeks to defend the rights of children and teenagers
in Brazil.

According to the Human Rights Hotline (Dial 100),
in 2017 there were over more than 14 thousand
reported cases of sexual molestation against children
and teenagers.
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GOVERNMEN

GOVERNMENT POLICIES, POLITICAL
INCIDENCE, AND RALLYING

In 2018, Fundacdo Abring continued its activity
within the field of political incidence and rallying
round in favor of the rights of the child and the
adolescent, in a year marked by a troubled voting
process at both federal and state levels.

One important conquest for Fundacdo Abring:
2018 was the first year in which the Fundacao
was active as an organization with consultive
status at the Social and Economic Council of
the United Nations (Ecosoc), which qualified it
as an organization to work with the subsidiary
institutions of Ecosoc, influencing the positions
and documents there produced, particularly those
related to the issues of childhood and adolescence,
seeking to achieve and honor all international
commitments taken on by Brazil through different
agreements, accords and treaties.

The action in the National Commission for
the Objectives of Sustainable Development
(CNODS) is still an important space for action.
As one of the eight representatives of civil
society on this Committee, the Fundacao
started the process for implementation
of the Action Plan for 2017 to 2019, an
instrument which presents the strategies for
the promotion and implementation of the
Objectives for Sustainable Development (ODS)
in Brazil, launched by the CNODS at the end
of 2017. They also helped with the structuring
of the Communication and Mobilization Plan
of the CNODS, and actively participated in the
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POLICIES AND RALLYING

discussion about adaptation of national targets
and indicators, during the lll Meeting of National
Producers of Information for the Objectives for
Sustainable Development, later contributing
with suggestions for the document, subjected
to public consultation at the end of the year.

Throughout the year, the CNODS proposed the
establishment of Theme Councils, subsidiary
instances where one can contribute towards the
construction of the theme councils as follows:
‘Partnerships and Means of Implementation’,
‘Accompaniment of the Agenda for 2030” and
“‘Integration of Government Policies”. Also active in
the preparation of the guidelines of each Council,
having had the opportunity to have an influence
upon the expansion of participation of civil society
organizations (CSOs) through the appointment of
representatives for the Committees for Installation
of the aforesaid Councils.

Also contributed with the drawing up of the
National Strategy of Economic and Social
Development (Endes), a document which
was prepared by the Ministry for Planning,
Development and Management, and put forward
for public consultation in 2018.

In  their interlocution with the Federal
Government, they stressed the need for
alignment of Endes to the challenges and
commitments of the Agenda for 2030 and the
implementation of the ODSs in the country.

In 2018, Fundacado Abring monitored 4,334
legislative proposals under discussion at the
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Brazilian National Congress, and that could have
animpact on therights of children and adolescents
in Brazil. Out of these, 2,410 refer to the right
to protection; 1,293 to the right to education;
and 631 to the right to health. Some of these
proposals were the objects of direct incidence
during their analysis, focusing on different issues
related to childhood and adolescence, among
which we draw attention to: PLS n° 394/2017
(Statute of Adoption), Lei n° 13,509/2017
(Adoption), PL n° 8,006/2014 (Post-Adoption
Monitoring); PL n° 2,438/2015 (National Plan for
Reduction of Murders), PLC n° 19/2018 (Unique
Public Safety System), SCD n° 2/2018 (Tackling
sexual violence); PL n°® 7,643/2017 (Funcreche),
PL n° 7,029/2013 (Financing of public day care
centers); PL n° 7,180/2014 (School without
Party); PL n°® 866/2015 (Sinase Fund); PL n°
6.433/2016 (Permission for the use of tasers
within the social and educational system); PL n°
7,199/2017 (Child Marriage); PLS n° 234/2018
(Worst forms of child labor) and PSLn°® 231/2018
(Child labor in the artistic world).

The Fundacado managed to get two key victories
in its presence at the National Congress: the
passing of Law No. 13,718/2018, known as
the Sexual Molestation Law, which gave more
protection to children and teenagers who were
victims of sexual violence, and also the passing,
with the vetoes as requested, of Law No.
13,675/2018, which organizes the Single Public
Security System (Susp).

Also in March, there was the launch of the fifth
edition of the Legislative Booklet on the Child and
the Adolescent, a publication which shows the
priorities of monitoring at the Brazilian National
Congress, and that is the result of the systematic
monitoring work to keep tabs on the legislative
proposals that are being put through the Brazilian
Parliament and the Federal Senate, and that could
have an impact on the rights of the child and the
adolescent. What is different about this edition
is the link that has been established between
the proposed bills of law and the possible impact
- positive or negative - that the passing or the
rejection of the priority legislative proposals
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could generate for the compliance with ODS in
Brazil, seeking to highlight the role of the National
Congress for the construction of an environment
that is favorable to the attainment of the 17 goals
and 169 targets as set out in Agenda 2030.

The Outlook of Childhood and Adolescence in
Brazil is another important publication and is
relevant for civil society and for different partners,
as it presents an overview of the situation of
childhood and adolescence in Brazil. In April,
Fundacdo Abring launched the fifth edition of
this publication, containing 18 priority indicators
for the analysis of the situation of children and
adolescents, separated by large regions. As in
the case of the Legislative Booklet, it aligned the
selected indicators to the ODSs.

The articulation in a network with other
organizations,  seeking  political  incidence,
has been an important strategy for action.
They are currently establishing the National
Early Childhood Network, the Ciranda 2030,
the National Forum for the Prevention and
Eradication of Child Labor, the ODS Strategy,
the Girls and Gender Equality Network (RMIG)
and the Brazilian Coalition for Ending Violence
against Children and Adolescents. In partnership
with this latter organization, there was a major
conquest achieved in June 2018, with the Federal
Government adhering to the “Global Partnership
for the end of violence against children and
teenagers’, in which the Federal Government
takes on the commitment to develop a national
roadmap of integrated actions to gauge the
appraisals of the Ten-Year Plan of Human Rights
for Children and Adolescents (2011 to 2020),
and to develop a system of indicators with regard
to children and adolescents, focused on the
identification of the violation of their rights.

Another conquest that was obtained by working
in a network was the approval, by the European
Union (EU), of the project called “Strengthening of
the ODS Strategy Network”, whose general goal
is to contribute to the effective implementation
of ODSs and Agenda 2030 throughout Brazil,
and the specific goals are to strengthen the ODS
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Strategy as a reference benchmark in multisector
articulation, to expand participation and
incidence of civil society in the implementation
of ODS and Agenda 20300 in Brazil, focusing
on the reduction of inequalities based on
gender, generation or race. The approval and
the leadership of this project, together with the
representation that Fundacdo Abring enjoys on
the National Committees of ODSs, puts it in a
prominent position for interlocution with the
European Union, for the implementation of the
Development Agenda 2030 in Brazil.

The Presidential Elections and the state elections
were on the agenda at the different events and
seminars which Fundacdo Abring participated
in, seeking to qualify the debate. To nurture the
electoral debate and the quality of the proposals
raised by candidates to State Governorship,
Fundacado Abring launched the publication Scenes
of Childhood andAdolescence - Recommendations
to States and to the Federal District (www.fadc.
org.br/cenariocrianca). In addition, they highlight
their participation in the following activities or
seminars:

. State seminars of the Prefeito Amigo da
Crianca (Child-Friendly Mayor) Program (PPAC) —
mobilization of City Halls and managers for the
implementation of ODSs in their territory;

- EU-Brazil Seminar on Human Rights and the Civil
Society — strategies for ensuring human rights and
also for the implementation of ODSs in Brazil;

. Bice Brazil Table — Seminar on Professional
Learning — a complete panorama of the ODSs
involving children and teenagers, and their
relationship to the teaching process, including
laws on reduction of the minimum age to work,
and professional education;

Brazilian Congress on Children Living With
Complex Health Disorders — main legal marks on
rights of children and adolescents, especially
an analysis of Article 227 of the Brazilian
Constitution;
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- | Minas Gerais Congress of Public Juvenile Court
Lawyers — data about the general panorama
of childhood and adolescence in Brazil, in the
Southeast Region and also in Minas Gerais; the
basic structure of the System of Guaranteed Rights
(SGD). Attention was drawn to the role played by
the Juvenile Legal Clinics, for the implementation
of the Law of Protected Eavesdropping, of the
National System for Social and Educational
Service (Sinase), and the prioritisation of children
and adolescents at imminent risk or in situations
of violence.

In 2019, our plan is to continue to work towards
the promotion, guarantee and defence of the
rights of children and adolescents, and also for
the strengthening of Agenda 2030 in the country,
nurturing the implementation thereof and
seeking to build, together with civil society and
the Brazilian political institutions, the necessary
conditions so that no child or teenager is left
behind.

The Pode Ser Abuso (It Could Be Abuse) campaign
was created to build awareness in society, and
provide guidance regarding, the issue of sexual
abuse against children. For this, explanatory posters
have been developed, as have videos, and other
informative pieces and materials that give guidance
about the main signs that could show possible
cases of sexual abuse against children or teenagers.

Overa million people were impacted by this campaign,
which had the support of partner organizations,
municipalities, Child-Friendly Companies, as well
as strong mobilization on social networks and the
mainstream press.

Scenavio o€ Eav\\i Childhood and
Adolescence

These are recommendations made to the States
and to the Federal District. The Campaign presents
a local panorama of the situation of childhood and
adolescence in the 26 Brazilian States and also in the
Federal District. For this, the document presented
the social indicators that are most relevant for
monitoring the Goals of Sustainable Development
(ODS).

Over 20 indicators were chosen, related to children
and adolescents, including mortality, teenage
pregnancy, coverage by day care centers, child
labor, and others.

Every year, part of the income obtained by leasing
the stands at the Abrin Fair is donated to the Nossas
Criancas (Our Children) program.

UNIVERSAL DECLARATION OF THE CHILDREN'S RIGHTS *
Approved by the United Nations on November 20th, 1959.

All of the children have the right to:

1 The equality, without discrimination about race, religion or nationality.
2 The special protection for their physical, mental and social development.

3 A name and a nationality.

4 The appropriate feeding, dwelling place and medical care.
5 The education and the special care for the physically or mentally disabled child.
6 The love and the understanding on the side of the parents and the society.

7 The free-of-charge education and the infantile leisure time.

8 To be protected, as a top priority, in the case of catastrophes.
9 To be protected against the abandonment and the exploitation in the work.
10 To grow within a spirit of solidarity, understanding, friendship and justice among the nations.

The CHARTER FOR THE CHILD AND THE ADOLESCENT started taking effect as from OctobeR 12th, 1990 it is the historical
benchmark, in Brazil, regarding the guarantee of the Children and Adolescent’s Rights.
