Part II. Description of Actions 
 

From 2014 to now, Codes’s activities in the support of Global Compact have 

implemented to empower for different groups, including children, youths, students, 

etc. Specially, street and working children are our main group in this period. We 

have provided resources, both soft and hard tools to support them. All in all, 

Codes has connected different relationships from individuals to organizations, and 

State to locals in society to enhance the Children’ rights, communities 

development  and social equality. 

Part III. Measurement of Outcomes 
 

Between the periods of October, 2020 to July, 2022, Codes Vietnam is one 

the special local organization in Vietnam related supporting for local people in 

historic flooding (2020) and Covid-19 in poor communities in Central Vietnam 

provinces. Street and working Children and Youth supported by Codes, thought 

project “A brighter future for Street and Working Children”. Codes Vietnam has 

implemented the emergency relief packing. Besides, Codes Vietnam has 

implemented activities related to advocacy, and events for children and youth. 

Main results are as follows: 
 

- Codes Vietnam has connected and coordinated more than 150 

Organizations and individuals for supporting more than 4037 families in 

Thua Thien Hue, Quang Nam, Quang Tri, and Quang Binh provinces 

about emergency packing of historic flooding.  

- Codes Vietnam and partners have implemented the Rebuild and 

Development program-related to Education, Livelihoods, Safety, and 

Child Protection more than 1000 families with budgets is more 150.000 

USD.  

- We organized 10 times emergency relief for more than 1.500 poor 

families in Thua Thien Hue and Quang Nam provinces related Covid-19. 

This packing both rice, noodle, tangy brine, oil, soya sauce, mask, gel 

clean hand, guiding information. 

- Keeping and development the Child Protection Forum in Vietnam and 

hosted by Codes Vietnam with more than 3900 members, including 

Government/Organization members. We are focusing to case by case, 

and sharing the responsibilities of client in process of issues.   

- Promote the participation of more than 15,000 students both international 

students and Vietnam to learn and practise knowledge and skills in 

violence against children. 



- Establishing and running 06 groups at Codes, including Codes Volunteer 

(CTN), Child Rights Watch (CTW), Codes Scholarship Program (CSP), 

Codes Social Work Camp (CSC), Central Vietnam Group (CVG), and 

Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Trans (ĐCS). 

- Finding and social protection for about 550 street and working children 

and youth and parents in Hue city, Thua Thien Hue province. 

- Providing scholarships for vocation training and livelihood equipment to 

enable 93 street and working youths and youth living in poor families to 

escape from street life. 

- Enhancing knowledge and skills on child protection resulting from greater 

livelihood security for 111 street and working families in Thua Thien Hue 

province. 

- We have supported one of our staff in learning and practicing to finish the 

Master of Social Work at Hue University.
