1. Like a ray...

Go to school punctually like the
morning sun.

4. Don't study...

It is not enough for the teacher to
just conduct the lesson. So we can



try to bring out the unique abilities
in the students without conducting
the lesson in one lesson in a week.
For example drawing, writing
essays, acting, stage speaking,
acting, dancing, playing musical
iInstruments, singing, etc. you can
present many talented students to
this world.

5. Ask questions..!

Ask students more questions while
teaching.

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8. Beyond the textbook..!

Life is great. Teach students to
take a broader view of this big
world without cramming it into
small books. Textbooks help in
learning information. These do not
help in developing wisdom. So
don't tie the students to the
textbook only. Make students
aware of the fact that knowledge is
as vast as the ocean beyond the
textbooks.
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9. Your child is..!

Treat students like a mother, like a
father. Be concerned about the
welfare of the students. Give
students the love of a mother, the
discipline of a father and the
friendship of a friend. Call the
students by their full name.
Remember the face and name of
every student in your class.

10. Give confidence..!



Positive words such as you can,
you will definitely succeed, be
confident, become a great achiever
in life, achieve good status and
have great power among students.
Repeat these words to the students
often. Don't use negative words
such as can't forget or won't
happen to students. These words
have a deep impact on the minds
of the students.
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
